So,	he	compared	the	two.QUESTION	5:	What	do	the	daffodils	represent?ANSWER:	The	daffodils	represent	beautiful	nature
and	its	everlasting	effects	on	human	beings.QUESTION	6:	What	do	we	learn	in	the	last	stanza?ANSWER:	In	the	last	stanza,	the	poet	tells	that	whenever	he	is	alone	and	sad,	he	recalls	the	scene	of	daffodils.	He	feels	them	dancing	in	his	imagination	so,	his	heart	also	begins	to	dance	and	he	feels	happiness	and	joy.	So,	the	last	stanza	tells	us	that
