If	youre	a	gun	owner	and	reside	in	West	Virginia	or	plan	to	visit	the	state,	its	essential	to	be	well-informed	about	the	laws	and	regulations	surrounding	concealed	carry	permits. West	Virginia	honors	concealed	carry	permits	issued	by	other	states,	and	in	turn,	other	states	recognize	West	Virginias
concealed	handgun	licenses.	However,	reciprocity	varies	from	state	to	state,	so	its	essential	to	familiarize	yourself	with	the	specific	laws	of	the	state	you	intend	to	visit. If	you	are	renewing	your	current	permit,	you	need	to	bring	your	drivers	license	or	photo	ID,	a	completed
application	and	the	fee.	The	fee	for	the	West	Virginia	Concealed	Pistol/Revolver	License	can	be	paid	by	cash	or	check.	Checks	need	to	be	made	out	to	the	Sheriff	of	Hancock	County;	one	in	the	amount	of	$25	and	one	in	the	amount	of	$75.	The	fees	for	the	permit	are	as	follows:	$25	Non-refundable	Application	Fee	$25	West	Virginia	State	Police	Fee	$5
Duplicate	license	Fee	All	fees	will	be	accepted	at	the	time	of	application	and	should	an	application	be	denied,	the	Hancock	County	Sheriffs	Office	will	issue	a	refund	for	the	$25	West	Virginia	State	Police	Fee.	A	copy	of	the	application	can	be	downloaded	and	brought	to	the	office,	or	one	can	be	filled	out	at	the	office.	It	can	be	notarized	prior	to
submission	or	done	so	at	the	Hancock	County	Sheriffs	Office.
