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Written in 1842 by the Prophet Joseph Smith, these 13 statements explain the basic doctrines and practices of The Church of Jesus Christ of Latter-day Saints. We believe in God, the Eternal Father, and in His Son, Jesus Christ, and in the Holy Spirit. We believe that men will be punished for their sins, and not for Adam’s transgression. We believe that through the Atonement of
Christ, all mankind can be saved, by obedience to the laws and ordinances of the Gospel. We believe that the first principles and ordinances of the Gospel are: first, Faith in the Lord Jesus Christ; second, Repentance; third, Baptism by immersion for the remission of sins; fourth, Laying on of hands for the gift of the Holy Spirit. We believe that a man should be called by God, by
prophecy and by the laying on of hands by those in authority, to preach the gospel and to administer in its ordinances. We believe in the same organization that existed in the early Church, namely, apostles, prophets, pastors, teachers, evangelists, and so on. We believe in the gift of tongues, in prophecy, in revelation, in visions, in healing, in the interpretation of tongues and so on.
We believe that the Bible is the word of God to the extent that it is translated correctly; we also believe that the Book of Mormon is the word of God. We believe in everything that God has revealed, everything that He now reveals, and we believe that He will reveal many more great and important things concerning the Kingdom of God. We believe in the literal gathering of Israel
and the restoration of the Ten Tribes; that Zion (the New Jerusalem) will be built on the American continent; that Christ will personally reign over the earth; and that the earth will be renewed and receive its heavenly glory. We claim the privilege of worshiping Almighty God according to the dictates of our conscience, and allow all men the same privilege, which They love how,
where or what We believe that we are subject to kings, presidents, rulers and magistrates, in obedience, honor, and upholding the law. We believe in being honest, true, chaste, benevolent, virtuous, and doing good to all men; rather, we can say that we follow Paul’s admonition”.We believe all things, hope all things, have endured many things, and hope to be able to endure all
things. If there is something virtuous, beautiful, or good relationship or praiseworthy, let’s look after these things. Find out more about our faith in Jesus Christ Meeting with Missionaries Speaking at the 1993 Parliament of World Religions in Chicago, Illinois, President Russell M. Nelson of the Quorum of the Twelve Apostles said that institutional integrity and religious tolerance
would be “invented as we clearly and courteously teach the principles To do this, President Nelson introduced his international and interreligious audience to the Articles of Faith. In his speech, he modeled how these thirteen statements could be employed to convey concisely and clearly the fundamental beliefs, history, and practices of the Church of Jesus Christ of Latter-day
Saints. While the Articles of Faith had never been conceived as a full statement of LDS beliefs or practices,[2] this essay strives to make a case for the Articles of Faith as an apostolically approved organizational framework[3] to help students systematically deepen their understanding of the history and doctrine of the restored gospel of Jesus Christ. [4] As they do, students will be
better prepared to articulate their beliefs a€ceclearly and courteouslya€, as President Nelson has suggested, thus providing an environment where the Spirit of the Lord can participate in their teachings and conversations. Modern Apostolic Exclusion Five years after the presidentads address in Chicago, Elder L. Tom Perry reflected on the six-centennial celebration of the westward
migration of Mormon pioneers as a aa opportunities . . . . for the peoples of the world to learn more about who we are.” He then challenged the members of the Church to “determine whether we just let [the celebration] be a major media event or whether it will be an opportunity to better fulfill our charge of bringing the gospel to every nation, captivating, language and people”.
Considering his ability to make a contribution to the kingdom, he reported “I have come to the conclusion that if I studied the contents of each of the articles of faith, I could explain and defend every gospel principle I could have the opportunity to expose to someone in search of the restored truth”. [5] He then issued the following invitation and encouragement: What a great
blessing it would be if every member of the Church should memorize the articles of faith and become acquainted with the principles contained in each. We would be better prepared to share the Gospel with others. . I encourage each of you to study the articles of faith and the doctrines they teach. . If you use them as a guide to direct your studies on the doctrine of the Savior, you
will be ready to declare your testimony of the restored and true Church of the Lord. [6] Elder Perry’s challenge makes it clear that memorizing the articles of faith to become familiar with them is a good start, but it is not enough. Church members should also diligently study the Articles of Faith to deepen their understanding of the truths connected with them and use them to



clearly and concisely teach the fundamental truths of Restoration to others. [7] Almost a decade after Elder Perry’s apostolic admonition, Elder M. Russell Ballard offered the following assessment of our efforts to clearly teach our beliefs to others: “Many misunderstandings and misinformation about the Church are somewhat our fault for not explaining clearly who we are and what
we believe. for public affairs, on which: has learned that there is a great need for clear, simple statements that present those who are curious about the foundations of the Church as it is today. To avoid the spread of disinformation, misunderstanding and prejudice for the Church, the Old Ballard twice recommended that members of the Church use the Articles of Faith in their
conversations with people of other religious traditions. [9] Eighteen months after this recommendation, Elder Perry reported in October 2009 a general conference that over half the people in the United States and Canada have little or no awareness of our practices and beliefs. "Elder Perry reiterated that when these people are exposed to clear and accurate information about the
beliefs and doctrines of the Church, their attitudes become positive and open. Prophets, visionaries and revelators have indicated that we still have work to do in communicating clearly the message of the Restoration to others. Perhaps this was a factor that prompted Elder Perry to speak again about the articles of faith at the general conference in October 2013. After having told
his experience of storing the Articles of Faith in Primary and illustrating how they teach the fundamental truths of the Restoration, the Old Period has taught: The articles of faith provide us with the key doctrines of the Restoration. Each article of faith adds unique value to our understanding of the gospel of Jesus Christ. My primary teacher taught me to seek the deep meaning
contained in these simple articles of faith. He promised me that if I wanted to invest in learning these sacred truths, the knowledge I have acquired would change my life for the better, and I testify to you that it is so. I encourage you to use your bright minds to study and learn the articles of faith and the doctrines they teach. I am among the most and certainly the most concise
statements of doctrine in the Church. If you use them as a guide to direct your studies of the GospelJesus Christ, you will find yourself willing to declare your testimony of the truth restored to the world. You will be able to state in simple, simple and profound ways, the main beliefs you hold dear as a member of the Church of Jesus Christ of Latter-day Saints. [11] While memorizing
the Articles of Faith would mean nothing but a lot of words unless we understand the doctrines and principles contained in them, Elder Perry’s injunction promises that the members of the Church who declare themselves in the main doctrines found in the articles of Faith will have greater clarity and power as they teach the truths. of restoration to others. Historical Background
Modern exhortations by the Apostles and other general authorities [12] reminding members of the Church of the value and impact of articles of faith are rooted in their prophetic origin and historical duration. In 1842, the Prophet Joseph Smith wrote thirteen affirmations - later known as the Articles of Faith - as the conclusion to the letter of Wentworth, in which he proposed to
provide a brief summary of 4" —"the rise, progress, persecution, and Faith of Latter-day Saints.A" [13] From 1842 to 1857, the Articles of Faith were have been published many times in the United States and around the world as a concise statement of the fundamental beliefs of Latter-day Saints. [14] The most notable of these publications was the Elder Franklin D. Richards, the
inclusion of the Articles of Faith in his pamphlet 1851, “the pearl of the great price. In the October 1880 General Conference of the Church, a journal The form of the Richards paper was accepted by the membership of the Church as part of the standard works of the Church [15]. Thus, the articles of faith entered the Canon LDS. [16] While the saints were gathered in what would
become a historic general conference in October 1890, Orson F. Whitney presented the articles of faith alone for a vote of supporter just before reading a revelation fromWilford Woodruff, known as the Manifesto, is to end the practice of multiple marriage to the church. This work, entitled A Study of the Articles of Faith, has been translated into thirteen different languages and has been translated into more than fifty English editions. For many decades it was part of the library approved for the missionaries of the Church. As the twentieth
century approached its conclusion, another apostle, the elder Bruce R. McConkie, prepared the manuscript for a new witness for the articles of faith, which would later be published in the 1985's. As is evident from the titles, both books use the articles of the Faith as a framework to study and expose the doctrines and key events related to the restoration of Jesus Christ 128; Gospel
and Church on earth, similar to what I propose here. The General Conference of
the 1950s to 2014 Over the last seven decades, articles of faith have been mentioned at least six hundred times in the General Conference. In addition to the way in which of faith were promulgated, canonized and usedIn the second half of the twentieth century and in the first half of the twentieth century, the frequency with which Church leaders addressed the status of the faith in
their public discourses in the second half of the twentieth century and in the twenty-first century attests to their importance and practical use in communicating the truths of the restored gospel of Jesus Christ. Articulating Our Beliefs This historical background provides a powerful backdrop for examining some anecdotal examples where Church leaders have expelled the value and
impact of using the status of faith to share our beliefs with others. After asking if those who are present at the priesthood session of the 1975 General Priesthood Conference had the articles of faith memorized & Aperfect word, &” President Spencer W. [21] Served as the Second Counselor in the Primary General Presidency, Susan L. Warner regarding the following
experience regarding the usefulness of articles of faith: Not long ago Our niece Susie received a copy of the Scriptures. He lives in an area where his companions and teachers are not members of the Church, so he wanted to share with them Articles of faith that have been recorded in his new writings. He decided it would be appropriate to do so at school during the planned time to
share something worthy of news. When the time came, Susie of eight years present ed herself before her companions and beginnings, we believe in God, the Eternal Father, and in His Son, Jesus Christ, and in the Holy One (A of F:1). She continued, but when she arrived at the seventh article of faith, a classmate complained aloud, she answered the teacher quickly, it's news to me!
Each of us can share the good news of the Gospel and give words to our beliefs. If we are sensitive to the whispers of the Spirit, we can find opportunities to humbly express our convictions. Even a shy eight-year-old felt the desire to share the articles of his faith. [22] Many members of the Church may not be willing to share their beliefs with others because © They're not sure what
they're supposed to say. They may not start conversations about religion with others because © they worry that someone will ask a question that they are 26; 128? t sure how to respond. For example, a recent study said that a large sample of students from the LDS seminary in Utah may not have confidence in sharing the gospel with others. [23] Even for those who may be shy or
insecure in sharing their beliefs with others, knowing the articles of faith and understanding more deeply the truths associated with them can give individuals a place to start as they trust in the Lordship is 128; It is promised that those who open their mouths to declare the truth will fill them with the words of the Lord (see D&C 33:86;0). During the broadcast of a world leader
training 2006, President Thomas S. Monson reported that his primary teacher helped him develop a knowledge of the articles of faith that were most useful during the difficult task of supervising the work of the Church in East Germany. President Monson then told the story of a friend, who came as a result of a young girl who discussed articles of faith with him on a bus ride from
Salt Lake City to San Francisco. This man was so impressed and inspired by the little childhood knowledge of his faith that he further investigated the Church and later joined it, along with his wife and their six daughters. Considering the consequences of this meeting, President Monson said: “There are countless who have been brought to the knowledge of the gospel by members
of this family”~128; all because a young child had been taught the articles of faith and had the ability and courage to proclaim the truth to those who were seeking the truth. light of the gospel. These three experiences show how as ambassadors of restoration, every man [and woman] can speak in the name of the Lord God, even the Savior of the world....that the fullness of my
gospel may be proclaimed from the weak and the simple to the ends of the earth....that the fullness of my gospel may be proclaimed by the weak and the simple. of the world A¢AA; A'; (D&C 1:19, 23). The Articles of Faith as a Study Guide The Articles of Faith can only be a useful resource to prepare the disciples to fulfill the divine injunction from the Doctrine and Covenants 1
section as it goes beyond just having the Articles of Faith memorized is a perfect word, although this can be a useful start. to outline an approach that will help students study and use the articles of faith in a way that will enable them to teach and witness the truths and practices of the Church with greater conciseness and clarity, both within the family of faith and in the wider arena of public discourse. Tables 2A¢A [28] provide a basic picture of how the Articles of Faith could help us to study the
history and doctrine of Restoration. Since not all potential doctrinal subjects associated with every article of faith can be listed here, only a few have been recorded as examples. Similarly, there are many other texts that could be used to teach the gospel truths associated with a particular article of faith. The few examples listed here focus on those passages of the Restoration
scriptures (Book of Mormon, Doctrine and Covenants, Pearl of Great Price) that have relevant doctrinal value or represent the key events of the Restoration associated with that article of Faith. For example, First Vision (JS226; 128;xe 1:10A¢A) has a significant impact on Godhead’s LDS view; Joseph Smith and Sidney RigdonaA vision (D&C 76) play a critical role in the LDS’s
salvation perspective; and JS226; H 1:680, D&C 27:12A¢A 13, D&C 110, and D&C 128:20 226;A; all key events related to the restoration of the Priestly authority and keys. In Table 2, the first four articles of Faith seem to be concerned primarily with questions of theology and subterteriology. Generally speaking, theology deals with the study of God and the relationship between
man and the divine. Assuming the existence of God, theological investigations focus on the nature of God, the role of God in the world, the relationship between God and the existence of evil, and similar questions. As a branch of theology, soteriology focuses on the nature of salvation, how salvation is possible, who can be saved, and Roles of God and man in the process of salvation.
Studying and discussing the following doctrinal subjects associated with the first four articles of faith, since they were restored through key events and restoration revelations, can help students understand the main theological and theological truths. [29] How the students come to learn more about the nature of God, their relationship with God, and the Plan of God for the salvation
of his sons, will have a solid basis from which to share the truths of restoration with others. As they try to live according to these truths, they will have a greater measure of the Spirit of God to guide them in one's life and to witness these doctrines and principles to others. As outlined in Table 3, Articles of Faith 5 A ¢ 4,— "9 Give a primary emphasis to issues of ecclesiology and
canon. Eccesiology is the study of the Church and the effort to try to understand his role in the life of followers of God and in the creation of his kingdom on earth. [32] In a time when a growing number of people doubts the need to belong to any church, [33] holy scriptures are often overlooked,[34]
and the words of the prophets are rejected as unlighted or outdated, there is a greater need for the saints of yesterday who can clearly express the importance and impact of the Church, the gift of the Holy Spirit, the scriptures and the continuous revelations. The last four articles, as shown in ability 4, mainly concern issues of eschatology and morality. Eschatology is a specific
branch of theology that focuses on the final events in the history of the world and the fate of humanity. Within the Christian faith in particular, eschatology seeks to better understand the signs of Jesus Christa 128; it returns to the earth, the role of the Church and its members in the preparation of the return of the Saviour, and the ultimate destiny of the earth. The very name of the
Church indicates our particular interest in the events of the last days and our conviction that we live in the final dispensation of the gospel of Jesus Christ before his triumphant return and the global kingdom~ .; we are saints of Latter-day. 35 Whoever accepts the literacy of Jesus Christa 128;

This leads to the theme of morality, which is much broader in the field of application that concerns only sexual purity. Morality has to do with the right and wrong behavior required to establish and live in the kingdom of God. The disciplesJesus Christ face every day questions of morality as they determine how to follow the light in a dark world and how to seek Recognize and live
according to truth in the midst of mistake, confusion and persecution. Together, articles 11A »12 have an interesting importance for morality: A« Church members try to live according to the moral values taught by Jesus Christ and his servants and to influence healthy moral values in society and in government ... freedom is inextricably linked to our morality, and believers and
religious institutions are essential to preserve it. [36] Furthermore, speaking of the thirteenth article of faith as a guide for morality and discipleship, the elderly Perry taught: A «The thirteenth article of faith provides a particular view on how we should conduct our life and present us." In a world of increasing doubts, despair and discouragement, strive to understand better and

A short example of using the Articles of Faith in the classroom will illustrate how this structure can be useful for students to use as a study guide for Restoration. After briefly introducing students in some of my classes to this approach to articles of faith, I invited them to write a question that someone who is not a member of the Church
could sincerely ask them about the beliefs or practices of the Church. The students then considered which category (i.e. theological, soteriological, ecclesiological, moral, and so on) that question corresponds most closely. They then took a few moments to consider how they could use the articles of faith from that corresponding category as a starting point to begin an answer to the
question. They did not simply recite the Article of Faith or relevant parts as an answer to the question. Rather, I encouraged them to use the Article of Faith as a “trampoline” in key revelations or historical events that clarify the doctrines or practices of the Church. When the students then discussed their questions and answers with a partner or in small groups, they found that the
articles of faith provide a solid starting point for their conversation and increase their confidence when explaining or defending the truths of Restoration to others. Conclusion For over 170 years, the Articles of Faith have been a brief summary of the fundamental principles of The Church of Jesus Christ of Latter-day Saints. They can be a powerful organizational framework to help
students deepen their understanding and ability to teach the doctrine and history of Restoration. the concluding exhortation of the elderly McConkie in a New Testament for the Articles of Faith encourages teachers and students toStudy only the truths associated with the Articles of Faith but incorporate the doctrines and principles of salvation into their lives: it is the hope and
prayer of this disciple that the doctrines proclaimed and the truths taught in the Articles of Faith can live in the hearts of Latter-day Saints and all those who will still unite with them in seeking that eternal life. which is the greatest of all the gifts of God.
