The virus caused major socioeconomic disruption in the region, primarily in Guinea, Liberia and Sierra Leone. Other notable health concerns in 2014 included a significant increase in polio cases in Pakistan. The
rise of ISIS became a major geopolitical crisis in 2014 after the group declared a global caliphate and launched devastating offensives in Iraq and Syria. The Camp Speicher massacre in which the Islamic State murdered 1,566 Shia Iraqi Air Force cadets and the Fall of Mosul, Iraq's second-largest city, prompted a U.S led military intervention, which
would later become a global effort. The Islamic State committed numerous atrocities, including mass beheadings, mass executions of civilians, and the genocide and persecution of religious minorities like the Yazidis, Christians and Shia Muslims. ISIS would attract thousands of foreign fighters from across the world to join their military, drawn by
their ideology and promises of establishing a global Islamic state. ISIS led to a massive displacement of people in Iraq and Syria, creating a major humanitarian crisis for millions of peoples.[1] Another notable conflict was the 2014 Gaza War, which Israel began 26 days after three Israeli teenagers were murdered in the West Bank by Hamas-affiliated
Palestinian militants, the large-scale military operation, codenamed "Operation Protective Edge" saw intense fighting, with Israeli airstrikes and ground incursions into Gaza, killing 2,310 and wounding 10,626 Palestinians. The conflict would end on August 26, 2014, after a ceasefire agreement brokered by Egypt went into effect. The Euromaidan
protests, a series of demonstrations in Ukraine, were triggered by President Viktor Yanukovych's sudden decision to pursue closer economic ties with Russia and his refusal to sign the European Union-Ukraine Association Agreement, which culminated in the Revolution of Dignity in February. Following this, a disputed referendum led to Russia
occupying and annexing Crimea from Ukraine, subsequent pro-Russian unrest led to Russian backed separatist forces in eastern Ukraine seizing control of key areas, leading to the War in Donbas in April. The war escalated after Malaysia Airlines Flight MH17 was shot down by Russian-backed forces while flying in Eastern Ukraine. Political crises
continued across the globe, with Thailand experiencing a military coup in May as the Royal Thai Army overthrew the caretaker government. Three main airplane disasters happened, the mysterious disappearance of Malaysia Airlines Flight 370, the shooting down of Malaysia Airlines Flight 17 over eastern Ukraine, and the crash of Indonesia AirAsia
Flight 8501, collectively claiming over 700 lives. Civil unrest emerged in Ferguson, Missouri in the United States due to the killing of Michael Brown and in Hong Kong, during the 2014 Hong Kong protests. Despite all these challenges, scientific achievement provided hope as India became the first Asian nation to reach Mars with its Mangalyaan

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Deaths Establishments - Disestablishments vte The 20th century began on 1 January 1901 (MCMI), and ended on 31 December 2000 (MM).[1][2] It was the 10th and last century in the 2nd millennium and was marked by new models of scientific understanding, unprecedented scopes of warfare, new modes of communication that would operate at
nearly instant speeds, and new forms of art and entertainment. Population growth was also unprecedented,[3] as the century started with around 1.6 billion people, and ended with around 6.2 billion.[4] The 20th century was dominated by significant geopolitical events that reshaped the political and social structure of the globe: World War I, the
Spanish flu pandemic, World War II and the Cold War. Unprecedented advances in science and technology defined the century, including the advent of nuclear weapons and nuclear power, space exploration, the shift from analog to digital computing and the continuing advancement of transportation, including powered flight and the automobile. The
Earth's sixth mass extinction event, the Holocene extinction, continued, and human conservation efforts increased. Major themes of the century included decolonization, nationalism, globalization and new forms of intergovernmental organizations. Democracy spread, and women were given the right to vote in many countries in the world. Cultural
homogenization began through developments in emerging transportation and information and communications technology, with popular music and other influences of Western culture, international corporations, and what is arguably a truly global economy by the end of the 20th century. Poverty was reduced and the century saw rising standards of
living, world population growth, awareness of environmental degradation and ecological extinction.[5][6] Automobiles, airplanes, and home appliances became common, and video and audio recording saw mass adoption. These developments were made possible by the exploitation of fossil fuel resources, which offered energy in an easily portable
form, but also caused concern about pollution and long-term impact on the environment. Humans started to explore space, taking their first footsteps on the Moon. Great advances in electricity generation and telecommunications allowed for near-instantaneous worldwide communication, ultimately leading to the Internet. Meanwhile, advances in
medical technology resulted in the near-eradication and eradication of many infectious diseases, as well as opening the avenue of biological genetic engineering. Scientific discoveries, such as the theory of relativity and quantum physics, profoundly changed the foundational models of physical science, forcing scientists to realize that the universe is
more complex than previously believed, and dashing the hopes (or fears) at the end of the 19th century that the last few details of scientific knowledge were about to be filled in. At the beginning of the period, the British Empire is the world's most powerful nation,[7] having acted as the world's policeman for the past century. World powers and
empires in 1914, just before the First World War. Technological advancements during World War I changed the way war is fought, as new inventions such as tanks, chemical weapons, and aircraft modified tactics and strategy. After more than four years of trench warfare in Western Europe, and up to 17 million dead, the powers that had formed the
Triple Entente (France, Britain, and Russia, later replaced by the United States and joined by Italy and Romania) emerged victorious over the Central Powers (Germany, Austria-Hungary, the Ottoman Empire and Bulgaria). In addition to annexing many of the colonial possessions of the vanquished states, the Triple Entente exacted punitive restitution
payments from them, plunging Germany in particular into economic depression. The Austro-Hungarian and Ottoman empires were dismantled at the war's conclusion. The Russian Revolution resulted in the overthrow of the Tsarist regime of Nicholas II and the onset of the Russian Civil War. The victorious Bolsheviks then established the Soviet
Union, the world's first communist state. Fascism, a movement which grew out of post-war angst and which accelerated during the Great Depression of the 1930s, gained momentum in Italy, Germany, and Spain in the 1920s and 1930s, culminating in World War II, sparked by Nazi Germany's aggressive expansion at the expense of its neighbors.
Meanwhile, Japan had rapidly transformed itself into a technologically advanced industrial power and, along with Germany and Italy, formed the Axis powers. Japan's military expansionism in East Asia and the Pacific Ocean brought it into conflict with the United States, culminating in a surprise attack which drew the US into World War II. After some
years of dramatic military success, Germany is defeated in 1945, having been invaded by the Soviet Union and Poland from the East and by the United States, the United Kingdom, Canada, and France from the West. After the victory of the Allies in Europe, the war in Asia ended with the Soviet invasion of Manchuria and the dropping of two atomic
bombs on Japan by the US, the first nation to develop nuclear weapons and the only one to use them in warfare. In total, World War II left some 60 million people dead. The mushroom cloud of the detonation of Little Boy, the first nuclear attack in history, on 6 August 1945 over Hiroshima, igniting the nuclear age with the international security
dominating thread of mutual assured destruction in the latter half of the 20th century. Following World War II, the United Nations, successor to the League of Nations, is established as an international forum in which the world's nations could discuss issues diplomatically. It enacted resolutions on such topics as the conduct of warfare, environmental
protection, international sovereignty, and human rights. Peacekeeping forces consisting of troops provided by various countries, with various United Nations and other aid agencies, helped to relieve famine, disease, and poverty, and to suppress some local armed conflicts. Europe slowly united, economically and, in some ways, politically, to form the
European Union, which consisted of 15 European countries by the end of the 20th century. After the war, Germany is occupied and divided between the Western powers and the Soviet Union. East Germany and the rest of Eastern Europe became Soviet puppet states under communist rule. Western Europe is rebuilt with the aid of the American
Marshall Plan, resulting in a major post-war economic boom, and many of the affected nations became close allies of the United States. With the Axis defeated and Britain and France rebuilding, the United States and the Soviet Union were left standing as the world's only superpowers. Allies during the war, they soon became hostile to one another as
their competing ideologies of communism and democratic capitalism proliferated in Europe, which became divided by the Iron Curtain and the Berlin Wall. They formed competing military alliances (NATO and the Warsaw Pact) which engaged in a decades-long standoff known as the Cold War. The period is marked by a new arms race as the USSR
became the second nation to develop nuclear weapons, which were produced by both sides in sufficient numbers to end most human life on the planet had a large-scale nuclear exchange ever occurred. Mutually assured destruction is credited by many historians as having prevented such an exchange, each side being unable to strike first at the other
without ensuring an equally devastating retaliatory strike. Unable to engage one another directly, the conflict played out in a series of proxy wars around the world—particularly in China, Korea, Cuba, Vietnam, and Afghanistan—as the USSR sought to export communism while the US attempted to contain it. The technological competition between the
two sides led to substantial investment in research and development which produced innovations that reached far beyond the battlefield, such as space exploration and the Internet. The international community grew in the second half of the century significantly due to a new wave of decolonization, particularly in Africa. Most of the newly
independent states, were grouped together with many other so called developing countries. Developing countries gained attention, particularly due to rapid population growth, leading to a record world population of nearly 7 billion people by the end of the century. In the latter half of the century, most of the European-colonized world in Africa and
Asia gained independence in a process of decolonization. Meanwhile, globalization opened the door for several nations to exert a strong influence over many world affairs. The US's global military presence spread American culture around the world with the advent of the Hollywood motion picture industry and Broadway, jazz, rock music, and pop
music, fast food and hippy counterculture, hip-hop, house music, and disco, as well as street style, all of which came to be identified with the concepts of popular culture and youth culture.[8][9][10] After the Soviet Union collapsed under internal pressure in 1991, most of the communist governments it had supported around the world were
dismantled—with the notable exceptions of China, North Korea, Cuba, Vietnam, and Laos—followed by difficult transitions into market economies.[11] Due to continuing industrialization and expanding trade, many significant changes of the century were, directly or indirectly, economic and technological in nature. Inventions such as the light bulb,
the automobile, mechanical computers, and the telephone in the late 19th century, followed by supertankers; airliners; motorways; radio communication and broadcasting; television; digital computers; air conditioning; antibiotics; nuclear power; frozen food; microcomputers; the Internet and the World Wide Web; and mobile telephones affected
people's quality of life across the developed world. The quantity of goods consumed by the average person expanded massively. Scientific research, engineering professionalization and technological development—much of it motivated by the Cold War arms race—drove changes in everyday life. Martin Luther King Jr., an African American civil rights
movement leader (Washington, August 1963) Starting from the century, strong discrimination based on race and sex is significant in most societies. Although the Atlantic slave trade had ended in the 19th century, movements for equality for non-white people in the white-dominated societies of North America, Europe, and South Africa continued. By
the end of the 20th century, in many parts of the world, women had the same legal rights as men, and racism had come to be seen as unacceptable, a sentiment often backed up by legislation.[12] When the Republic of India is constituted, the disadvantaged classes of the caste system in India became entitled to affirmative action benefits in education,
employment and government. Attitudes toward pre-marital sex changed rapidly in many societies during the sexual revolution of the 1960s and 1970s. The people of the Indian subcontinent, a sixth of the world population at the end of the 20th century, had attained an indigenous
independence for the first time in centuries. China, an ancient nation comprising a fifth of the world population, is finally open to the world, creating a new state after the near-complete destruction of the old cultural order. With the end of colonialism and the Cold War, nearly a billion people in Africa were left in new nation states. The world is
undergoing its second major period of globalization; the first, which started in the 18th century, having been terminated by World War I. Since the US is in a dominant position, a major part of the process is Americanization. The influence of China and India is also rising, as the world's largest populations were rapidly integrating with the world
economy. Terrorism, dictatorship, and the spread of nuclear weapons were pressing global issues. The world is still blighted by small-scale wars and other violent conflicts, fueled by competition over resources and by ethnic conflicts. Disease threatened to destabilize many regions of the world. New viruses such as the West Nile virus continued to
spread. Malaria and other diseases affected large populations. Millions were infected with HIV, the virus which causes AIDS. The virus is becoming an epidemic in southern Africa. Based on research done by climate scientists, the majority of the scientific community consider that in the long term environmental problems pose a serious threat.[16] One
argument is that of global warming occurring due to human-caused emission of greenhouse gases, particularly carbon dioxide produced by the burning of fossil fuels.[17] This prompted many nations to negotiate and sign the Kyoto treaty, which set mandatory limits on carbon dioxide emissions. century. Most likely a comparable number of civilians died of war-induced disease and other indirect effects."[21] It is estimated that approximately 70 million Europeans died through war, violence and famine between 1914 and 1945.[22] Russo-Japanese War, between the Russian Empire and the Empire of Japan during 1904 and 1905 over rival
imperial ambitions in Manchuria and the Korean Empire. Russian Revolution of 1905, a wave of mass political and social unrest then began to spread across the vast areas of the Russian Empire. Rising nationalism and increasing national awareness were among the many causes of World War I (1914-1918), the first of two wars to
involve many major world powers including Germany, France, Italy, Japan, Russia/USSR, the British Empire and the United States. At the time, it is said by many to be the "war to end all wars". The Arab Revolt of 1916 is an armed uprising against the Ottoman Empire done by the Arabs in agreement with the British and French empires. The revolt is
led by Sharif Hussein bin Ali who is promised by Henry McMahon, the British High Commissioner in Egypt and the French government, that in exchange for fighting the Ottoman Empire, Sharif Hussein would gain control over all Arab lands under the Ottoman Empire. Richard Nixon and Leonid Brezhnev aboard the USS Sequoia, June 19, 1973 The Cold
War (1947-1991) involved an arms race and increasing competition between the two major players in the world: the Soviet Union and the United States. This competition included the development and improvement of nuclear weapons and space technology. This led to the proxy wars with the Western bloc, including wars in Korea (1950-1953) and
Vietnam (1957-1975). The Soviet authorities caused the deaths of millions of their own citizens to eliminate domestic opposition.[34] More than 18 million people passed through the Gulag, with a further 6 million being exiled to remote areas of the Soviet Union.[35] Nationalist movements in the Indian subcontinent led to the independence and
partition of Jawaharlal Nehru-led India and Muhammad Ali Jinnah-led Pakistan, although would lead to conflicts between the two nations such as border and territorial disputes. Visual culture became more dominant not only in films but in comics and television as well. During the century a new skilled understanding of narrativist imagery is developed.
Computer games and internet surfing became new and popular form of entertainment during the last 25 years of the century. In literature, science fiction, fantasy (with well-developed fictional worlds, rich in detail), and alternative history fiction gained popularity. Detective fiction gained popularity in the interwar period. In the United States in 1961
Grove Press published Tropic of Cancer a novel by Henry Miller redefining pornography and censorship in publishing in America. Main article: 20th-century music Elvis Presley in 1956, a leading figure of rock and roll and rockabilly. The Beatles in 1964, widely regarded as the most influential band in Western popular music. The invention of music
recording technologies such as the phonograph record, and dissemination technologies such as radio broadcasting, massively expanded the audience for music. Prior to the 20th century, music is generally only experienced in live performances. Many new genres of music were established during the 20th century. Igor Stravinsky revolutionized
classical composition. In the 1920s, Arnold Schoenberg developed the twelve-tone technique, which became widely influential on 20th-century composers. In classical music, composition branched out into many completely new domains, including dodecaphony, aleatoric (chance) music, and minimalism. Tango is created in Argentina and became
extremely popular in the rest of the Americas and Europe. Blues and jazz music became popularized during the 1910s, 1920s and 1930s in the United States. Bebop develops as a form of jazz in the 1940s. Country music develops in the 1920s and 1930s in the United States. Blues and country went on to influence rock and roll in the 1950s, which
along with folk music, increased in popularity with the British Invasion of the mid-to-late 1960s. Streamlined forms
inspired by machines became commonplace, enabled by developments in building materials and technologies. Before World War II, many European architects moved to the United States, where modern architecture continued to develop. The automobile increased the mobility of people in the Western countries in the early-to-mid-century, and in many
other places by the end of the 20th century. City design throughout most of the West became focused on transport via car. In the first part of the 20th century, measure theory, functional analysis, and topology were established, and significant developments were
made in fields such as abstract algebra and probability. The development of set theory and formal logic led to Godel's incompleteness theorems. Later in the 20th century, the development of computers led to the establishment of a theory of computation.[43] Computationally-intense results include the study of fractals[44] and a proof of the four color
theorem in 1976.[45] New areas of physics, like special relativity, general relativity, and quantum mechanics, were developed during the first half of the century. In the process, the internal structure of atoms came to be clearly understood, followed by the discovery of elementary particles. It is found that all the known forces can be traced to only four
fundamental interactions. It is discovered further that two forces, electromagnetism and weak interaction, can be merged in the electroweak interaction, leaving only three different fundamental interactions. Discovery of nuclear reactions, in particular nuclear fusion, finally revealed the source of solar energy. Radiocarbon dating is invented, and
became a powerful technique for determining the age of prehistoric animals and plants as well as historical objects. A much better understanding of the evolution of the universe is achieved, its age (about 13.8 billion years) is determined, and the Big Bang theory on its origin is proposed and generally accepted. The age of the Solar System, including
Earth, is determined, and it turned out to be much older than believed earlier: more than 4 billion years, rather than the 20 million years suggested by Lord Kelvin in 1862.[46] The planets of the Solar System and their moons were closely observed via numerous space probes. Pluto is discovered in 1930 on the edge of the Solar System, although in
the early 21st century, it is reclassified as a dwarf planet instead of a planet proper, leaving eight planets. No trace of life is discovered on any of the other planets orbiting the Sun (or elsewhere in the universe), although it remained undetermined whether some forms of primitive life might exist, or might have existed, somewhere in the Solar System.
Extrasolar planets were observed for the first time. Wheat yields greatly increased from the Green Revolution in the world's least developed countries. Norman Borlaug fathered the Green Revolution, the set of research technology transfer initiatives occurring between 1950 and the late 1960s that increased agricultural production in parts of the
world, beginning most markedly in the late 1960s, and is often credited with saving over a billion people worldwide from starvation. Genetics is unanimously accepted and significantly developed. The structure of DNA is determined in 1953 by James Watson,[47][48] Francis Crick,[47][48] Rosalind Franklin[48] and Maurice Wilkins,[47][48] following
by developing techniques which allow to read DNA sequences and culminating in starting the Human Genome Project (not finished in the 20th century) and cloning the first mammal in 1996. The role of sexual reproduction in evolution is understood, and bacterial conjugation is discovered. The convergence of various sciences for the formulation of
the modern evolutionary synthesis (produced between 1936 and 1947), providing a widely accepted account of evolution. A stamp commemorating Alexander Fleming. His discovery of penicillin changed the world of medicine by introducing the age of antibiotics. Placebo-controlled, randomized, blinded clinical trials became a powerful tool for testing




new medicines. Antibiotics drastically reduced mortality from bacterial diseases. A vaccine is developed for polio, ending a worldwide epidemic. Effective vaccines were also developed for a number of other serious infectious diseases, including influenza, diphtheria, pertussis (whooping cough), tetanus, measles, mumps, rubella (German measles),
chickenpox, hepatitis A, and hepatitis B. Epidemiology and vaccination led to the eradication of the smallpox virus in humans. X-rays became a powerful diagnostic tool for a wide spectrum of diseases, from bone fractures to cancer. In the 1960s, computerized tomography is invented. Other important diagnostic tools developed were sonography and
magnetic resonance imaging. Development of vitamins virtually eliminated scurvy and other vitamin-deficiency diseases from industrialized societies. New psychiatric drugs were developed. These include antipsychotics for treating hallucinations and delusions, and antidepressants for treating depression. The role of tobacco smoking in the causation
of cancer and other diseases is proven during the 1950s (see British Doctors Study). New methods for cancer treatment, including chemotherapy, radiation therapy, and immunotherapy, were developed. As a result, cancer could often be cured or placed in remission. The development of blood typing and blood banking made blood transfusion safe and
widely available. The invention and development of immunosuppressive drugs and tissue typing made organ and tissue transplantation a clinical reality. New methods for heart surgery were developed, including pacemakers and artificial hearts. Cocaine and heroin were widely illegalized after being found to be addictive and destructive. Psychoactive
drugs such as LSD and MDMA were discovered and subsequently prohibited in many countries. Prohibition of drugs caused a growth in the black market drug industry, and expanded enforcement led to a larger prison population in some countries.[49] Contraceptive drugs were developed, which reduced population growth rates in industrialized
countries, as well as decreased the taboo of premarital sex throughout many western countries. The development of medical insulin during the 1920s helped raise the life expectancy of diabetics to three times of what it had been earlier. Vaccines, hygiene and clean water improved health and decreased mortality rates, especially among infants and
the young. An influenza pandemic, Spanish Flu, killed anywhere from 17 to 100 million people between 1918 and 1919. A new viral disease, called the Human Immunodeficiency Virus, or HIV, arose in Africa and subsequently killed millions of people throughout the world. HIV leads to a syndrome called Acquired Immunodeficiency Syndrome, or
AIDS. Treatments for HIV remained inaccessible to many people living with AIDS and HIV in developing countries, and a cure has yet to be discovered. Because of increased life spans, the prevalence of cancer, Alzheimer's disease, Parkinson's disease, and other diseases of old age increased slightly. Changes in food production, along with sedentary
lifestyles due to labor-saving devices and the increase in home entertainment, contributed to an "epidemic" of obesity, at first in the rich countries, but by the end of the 20th century spreading to the developing world. Oil field in California, 1938. The first modern oil well is drilled in 1848 by Russian engineer F.N. Semyonov, on the Apsheron
Peninsula north-east of Baku. Fossil fuels and nuclear power were the dominant forms of energy sources. Widespread use of petroleum in industry—both as a chemical precursor to plastics and as a fuel for the automobile and airplane—led to the geopolitical importance of petroleum resources. The Middle East, home to many of the world's oil
deposits, became a center of geopolitical and military tension throughout the latter half of the century. (For example, oil is a factor in Japan's decision to go to war against the United States in 1941, and the oil cartel, OPEC, used an oil embargo of sorts in the wake of the Yom Kippur War in the 1970s). The increase in fossil fuel consumption also
fueled a major scientific controversy over its effect on air pollution, global warming, and global climate change. Pesticides, herbicides and other toxic chemicals accumulated in the environment, including in the bodies of humans and other animals. Population growth and worldwide deforestation diminished the quality of the environment. In the last
third of the century, concern about humankind's impact on the Earth's environment made environmentalism popular. In many countries, especially in Europe, the movement is channeled into politics through Green parties. Increasing awareness of global warming began in the 1980s, commencing decades of social and political debate. First flight of
the Wright brothers' Wright Flyer on December 17, 1903, in Kitty Hawk, North Carolina; Orville piloting with Wilbur running at wingtip. Aluminum became an inexpensive metal and became second only to iron in use. Thousands of chemicals were developed for industrial processing and home use. Digital computers came into use, they
greatly increased productivity and paved the way for the Internet, which revolutionized global communication and information sharing. Over time, a massive system of artificial satellites is placed into orbit around Earth. These satellites greatly advanced navigation, communications, military
intelligence, geology, climate, and numerous other fields. Also, by the end of the 20th century, uncrewed probes had visited or flown by the Moon, Mercury, Venus, Mars, Jupiter, Saturn, Uranus, Neptune, and various asteroids and comets, with Voyager 1 being the farthest manufactured object from Earth at 23,5 billion kilometers away from Earth as
of 6 September 2022, and together with Voyager 2 both carrying The Voyager Golden Record containing sounds, music and greetings in 55 languages as well as 116 images of nature, human advancement, space and society. The Hubble Space Telescope, launched in 1990, greatly expanded our understanding of the Universe and brought brilliant
images to TV and computer screens around the world. 17 Apr Putin Admits Russian
Troops in Crimea: Russian President Vladimir Putin publicly acknowledged that Russian troops were deployed to Crimea in the previous month, ostensibly to protect military equipment, further confirming Russia's direct involvement in the Ukrainian territorial dispute. 18 Apr Discovery of Kepler-186f: NASA announces the groundbreaking discovery
of Kepler-186f, the first Earth-sized exoplanet found orbiting within its star's habitable zone, potentially indicating conditions suitable for life. 19 Apr Indian General Election 2014: On April 19, 2014, India reached the midpoint of its 16th Lok Sabha elections, which was recognized as the world's largest democratic exercise. This follows the first round where no candidate secured an absolute majority. 27 Apr Pope Francis Canonizes John XXIII and John Paul II: In a historic papal ceremony, Pope Francis declared Pope John XXIII and Pope John Paul II as saints, marking a significant moment in

The incident occurred during the ongoing conflict in the Donbass region, marking a significant international tragedy. 18 Jul Malaysia Airlines Flight 17 Shot Down: Malaysia Airlines Flight 17 was tragically shot down over Eastern
Ukraine by a Buk surface-to-air missile launched from pro-Russian separatist-controlled territory, resulting in the complete loss of all 298 lives on board. This devastating incident marked a critical moment in the 2014 Ukraine conflict, drawing international condemnation and heightened tensions between Russia and the West. 19 Jul Operation
Protective Edge: During the Israel-Gaza conflict, Hamas reported that Israel's offensive in the Gaza Strip had resulted in over 300 casualties, including civilians and militants. The operation was characterized by thousands of rocket launches into Israel and extensive Israeli military strikes. 20 Jul Malaysia Airlines Flight 17 Tragedy: Separatist rebels in
Ukraine transported all 196 bodies from the downed Malaysia Airlines Flight 17 to an undisclosed location, further complicating the investigation of the tragic incident. 21 Jul MH17 Investigation Begins Amid Renewed Fighting: International investigators arrived to investigate the Malaysia Airlines Flight 17 crash site, while fighting rekindled near
Donetsk, Ukraine, creating challenging conditions for the investigation. 22 Jul Malaysia Airlines Flight 17 Victim Identification: In Kharkiv, Ukraine, forensic experts began the process of identifying victims from the Malaysia Airlines Flight 17 crash. Only 200 bodies were delivered out of the 282 bodies claimed by pro-Russian separatists. 23 Jul Pro-
Russian Separatist Admits BUK Missile System Involvement: Alexander Khodakovsky, a pro-Russian separatist commander from the Vostok Battalion, confirmed that rebels possessed BUK missile systems potentially responsible for shooting down Malaysia Airlines Flight 17. He suggested the system might have been returned to Russia to eliminate
evidence of its presence. 24 Jul US Alleges Russian Artillery Attacks in Ukraine: The United States claimed to have evidence that Russia was using artillery to attack Ukrainian military positions, supporting allegations of direct Russian involvement in the conflict with pro-Russian separatists. 25 Jul Air Algérie Flight 5017 Crash: Air Algérie Flight 5017
crashed in Mali, resulting in the tragic loss of all 116 passengers on board. The plane reportedly lost contact with ground control after pilots reported encountering severe storm conditions. 26 Jul 2014 Israel-Gaza Conflict Ceasefire Negotiations: On July 26, 2014, Israel agreed to halt its offensive on the Gaza Strip while negotiations for a wider
ceasefire continued. Despite the ceasefire attempt, Hamas continued to violate the agreement. The offensive had resulted in over 900 deaths, with Israel extending the ceasefire for four hours and considering further extensions, while Hamas refused to cooperate. 27 Jul Israel-Gaza Conflict Escalation: The 2014 Israel-Gaza conflict intensifies as an
Israeli Defense Force soldier is killed by mortar fire, and Hamas continues rocket attacks, breaking an attempted ceasefire. 28 Jul Ukrainian Forces Reclaim Territory from Pro-Russian Rebels: Ukrainian military forces successfully retook strategic locations including Savur Mohyla, Debaltseve, and Shakhtarsk in Donetsk from pro-Russian separatists.
In response, the US and EU escalated sanctions against Russia. 29 Jul Intense Israel-Gaza Conflict Escalates: On July 29, 2014, the Israel-Gaza conflict reached a critical point with 18 people killed in airstrikes on Gaza City. Controversially, the United States simultaneously agreed to resupply arms to Israel, including rocket launchers, mortar rounds, and grenades, despite widespread condemnation of civilian casualties in Gaza. 01 Aug Gaza Cease-fire Breakdown: A 72-hour humanitarian cease-fire between Israel and Hamas quickly
unraveled after just two hours due to the kidnapping of an Israeli soldier during a tunnel clearing operation, leading to renewed hostilities. 02 Aug WHO Warns of Uncontrollable Ebola Outbreak: The World Health Organization issued a critical warning that the ongoing Ebola outbreak was spreading too rapidly to be effectively controlled, signaling a
potential global health emergency. 03 Aug Yazidi Genocide by ISIL Begins: The systematic persecution and genocide of the Yazidi people by the Islamic State of Iraq and the Levant (ISIL) commenced, marking a horrific chapter of ethnic and religious violence in the region. 04 Aug Islamic State Advances in Kurdish Iraq: Sunni extremist militants from

Northern Iraq: Islamic State of Iraq and Syria (ISIS) fighters engage in intense conflict with Kurdish minorities in northern Iraq. The Iraqi Air Force conducted a strike that reportedly killed 60 militants. 07 Aug Khmer Rouge Leaders Sentenced for Genocide: In a landmark UN-backed tribunal, former Khmer Rouge leaders Nuon Chea and Khieu
Samphan were sentenced to life imprisonment for war crimes. They were held responsible for the Cambodian genocide that decimated approximately 25% of Cambodia's population between 1975 and 1979. 08 Aug U.S. Conducts Airstrikes Against ISIS in Iraq: U.S. F/A-18 fighters conducted strategic bombings against ISIS artillery and military
convoys. Concurrent Iraqi airstrikes killed 45 Islamic State militants and injured 60. The United Nations raised serious concerns about potential genocide against Yazidi Muslims by ISIS. 09 Aug Michael Brown Shooting in Ferguson: Michael Brown, an 18-year-old African American male, was fatally shot by Darren Wilson, a Ferguson police officer,
after an alleged confrontation. The incident sparked widespread protests about police use of force and racial tensions in the United States. 10 Aug Iraq Conflict: Kurdish Appeal for International Support: President Massoud Barzani of Iraqi Kurdistan appealed to the international community for military assistance against Islamist militants. The United

In response, Hamas launched over 130 missiles against Israel, marking the eleventh breakdown of a proposed truce. 21 Aug Obama Responds to James Foley Execution: President Obama condemned the brutal beheading of freelance
journalist James Foley by an ISIS terrorist, vowing to bring the perpetrators to justice. The White House confirmed the authenticity of the murder video, and the Pentagon revealed that U.S. commandos had attempted a rescue mission earlier that summer. 22 Aug Syrian Civil War Death Toll Escalates: The United Nations reported a devastating
milestone in the Syrian Civil War, with the conflict's death toll rising to at least 191,000 over the past year. The killing was presented as retaliation for U.S. air campaigns against ISIS in Iraq. 04 Sep 2014 West Africa Ebola Epidemic: The
World Health Organization reports over 1,900 deaths from the Ebola outbreak in West Africa, marking a significant public health crisis with potential global implications. 05 Sep Ebola Outbreak Escalates in West Africa: The World Health Organization reported 1,900 deaths from the Ebola virus out of 3,500 infected cases across Guinea, Liberia,
Nigeria, Senegal, and Sierra Leone, signaling a critical public health emergency. 06 Sep Minsk Ceasefire Agreement in Ukraine: Representatives from the Ukrainian government, pro-Russian separatists, Russia, and the Organization for Security and Cooperation in Europe reached a ceasefire agreement during talks in Minsk, Belarus, potentially de-

the deployment of 1,500 additional troops to Iraqg to support ongoing efforts against the Islamic State (ISIS) militants. 08 Nov Supreme Court to Review Affordable Care Act Subsidies: The Supreme Court agreed to hear a
challenge regarding the legality of healthcare subsidies under the Affordable Care Act, which could significantly impact health insurance for millions of Americans. 09 Nov 25th Anniversary of the Fall of the Berlin Wall: Tens of thousands of people gathered at Berlin's Brandenburg Gate to commemorate the 25th anniversary of the fall of the Berlin
Wall, a pivotal moment symbolizing the end of the Cold War and the reunification of Germany.
