Template parts are pieces of a layout that can be reused across multiple areas of your site. The site header and footer are common template parts typically included with your theme. This guide will show you how to create and control the template parts on your site. If your site uses a theme that supports the site editor, you can use template parts. A quick
way to determine if your site uses the site editor is to check under Appearance in your dashboard. If you have Editor here, you can access your site’s template parts using the following steps: Visit your site’s dashboard. Navigate to Appearance — Editor to open the Site Editor. Click the “Patterns” menu option. Under the header “All template parts,” you'll
find template part groups (such as Header, Footer, and General). Watch the video below to learn how to access template parts. Slow down or speed up the video using the controls in the lower-right corner after clicking the Play button. Similar to patterns in your pages and posts, template parts can be reused throughout your templates — when you edit
something inside a template part, your changes will update everywhere on your site that uses that template part. Template parts can only be used on templates. If you add a template part and get the message, “The “Template Part” block cannot be inserted.” make sure you are not editing page or post content. Learn more about editing templates. Your
theme may include more than one header or footer template part. For example, it might include a header specific to your homepage and another version of the header for other pages. The semi-feudal territorial French nobility was weakened and subjugated to the power of an absolute monarchy through the reinvention of the Palace of Versailles from a hunting lodge to a gilded prison, in which a greatly expanded royal
court could be more easily kept under surveillance. With domestic peace assured, Louis XIV caused the borders of France to be expanded. It was during this century that the English monarch became increasingly involved in conflicts with the Parliament - this would culminate in the English civil war and an end to the dominance of the English monarchy.A
scene on the ice, Dutch Republic, first half of the 17th centuryBy the end of the century, Europeans were masters of logarithms, electricity, the telescope and microscope, calculus, universal gravitation, Newton's Laws of Motion, air pressure, and calculating machines due to the work of the first scientists of the Scientific Revolution, including Galileo
Galilei, Johannes Kepler, René Descartes, Pierre Fermat, Blaise Pascal, Robert Boyle, Christiaan Huygens, Antonie van Leeuwenhoek, Robert Hooke, Isaac Newton, and Gottfried Wilhelm Leibniz. It was also a period of development of culture in general (especially theater, music, visual arts and philosophy). Some of the greatest inventions took place in
this century. The southern
half of India would see the decline of the Deccan Sultanates and extinction of the Vijayanagara Empire. The Dutch would colonize Ceylon and endure hostilities with Kandy. The end of the 17th century saw the first major surrender of Ottoman territory in Europe when the Treaty of Karlowitz ceded most of Hungary to the Habsburgs in 1699. In Japan,
Tokugawa Ieyasu established the Tokugawa shogunate at the beginning of the century, beginning the Edo period; the isolationist Sakoku policy began in the 1630s and lasted until the 19th century. In China, the collapsing Ming dynasty was challenged by a series of conquests led by the Manchu warlord Nurhaci, which were consolidated by his son Hong
Taiji and finally consummated by his grandson, the Shunzhi Emperor, founder of the Qing dynasty.[3] Qing China spent decades of this century with economic problems (results of civil wars between the Qing and former Ming dynasty loyalists), only recovering well at the end of the century. The greatest military conflicts of the century were the Thirty
Years' War,[4] Dutch-Portuguese War,[5] the Great Turkish War, the Nine Years' War, Mughal-Safavid Wars, and the Qing annexation of the Ming. I spent probably 6-10 hours over several days trying to figure out how to reduce the height of my header (i.e., make it slimmer, but keep width the same) using CSS code. I had absolutely zero interest in messing with the theme editor because I've had my fair share of scares where I've almost crashed my site. Despite
all of the supposed solutions out there, nothing was working. I even tried the Elementor plugins, and those didn’t work either. Then this one finally worked. Best part, once again, is that you can *change the height* of your header to make it slimmer if you want. So now my pages don’t have the large rectangular header image anymore. Only downside is I
can’t customize based on the page. I originally wanted to keep the home page the same but make all other pages’ header slimmer, but this plugin will change the header on all pages. But I have to give it 5 stars because, as I said, it’s the only thing that’s worked for me. Nothing else has been able to make my header image slimmer. Thanks again, I am
using Add Custom Header Images with the WordPress Twenty Eleven theme. It works great except that there seems to be a bug. The Twenty Eleven theme comes with a number of default header images that show up along with the images I had uploaded to the “The Headers” page for the plugin to use. I did a hack to fix this using a tip from Voodoo

While most WordPress themes include default headers, customizing yours lets you add key elements like navigation links, social icons, and a search bar. These features make your site more user-friendly and leave a lasting professional impression. Plus, a well-designed header creates a strong first
impression, setting the stage for an excellent visitor experience from the very start. In this article, we’re going to guide you through the process of customizing your WordPress header - step by step. Your website header is the top section of every page on your WordPress website and is probably the first thing visitors see. It often displays your website
logo and title, navigation menus, and other important elements that you want users to see first. For example, here’s our header area on WPBeginner that millions of readers see monthly. By customizing your site’s header, you can give it a unique touch and make it more useful for your visitors. You can link to your most popular pages, display social icons
or your business phone number, and show call-to-action buttons for more conversions. In the following sections, we’ll show you how to customize your WordPress header easily. You can use the following links to jump to the section you want to read: Ready? Let’s get started. Popular WordPress themes allow you to use the WordPress theme customizer to
make changes to your site’s header area. This feature is sometimes called a custom header, but note that not all themes support it. You should start by navigating to Appearance » Customize in your WordPress admin area. Note: If you don’t see Appearance » Customize in your WordPress admin menu but only see Appearance » Editor, then that means
your theme has enabled full-site editing. In that case, you should skip to the next section. Your theme may include a ‘Header’ section in the customizer or provide header options under the ‘Color’ section. However, this varies from theme to theme. Here are a few examples. Some themes, like Twenty Twenty-One, do not offer header customization options
at all. In this case, we recommend using a drag-and-drop theme builder plugin like SeedProd, which we’ll cover below. The Twenty Sixteen theme allows you to add a background image to the header and even add random header images. Some free and premium WordPress themes offer even more theme customization options. For example, you may be
able to change your header’s font style, layout, colors, and much more. But it’ll still differ from one theme to another, and you are limited to what the theme developer allows you to do. For example, Astra has a dedicated ‘Header Builder’ option in its customization panel on the left. Here, you’ll find different settings to edit the header’s appearance and
style. You can build a custom header by adding blocks, just like when editing a blog post or page in the WordPress content editor. To start, simply hover over an empty area in the header and click the ‘+’ icon to add a header block. Next, you can select any block you’d like to add to your custom header. For example, you can add a widget block, account
block, search block, and more. The header builder also lets you drag and drop blocks to place them above or below the header. Then, you can further customize each block that you add to the header. For instance, selecting the Site Title & Logo block will give you options to upload a site title and logo, change the logo’s width, display a site tagline, and
more. Besides that, you can also change the background color of the header or add a background image to appear in the header. When you’re done editing the custom header, simply click the ‘Publish’ button. For more details, see our ultimate guide on how to use the WordPress theme customizer. WordPress added full-site editing to WordPress in
version 5.9. If your theme supports the new feature, then it replaces the theme customizer. However, at this time, there are only a few themes that work with the full site editor. When you use a compatible theme, you can customize your header by navigating to Appearance » Editor. This will launch the full site editor, which is similar to the block editor
you use to write WordPress posts and pages. When you click the header, you will notice the name of the template at the top of the page changes to ‘Page Header.” Now, when you click the ‘Settings’ icon on the toolbar, you will see options to customize the header’s layout, color, border, and dimensions. As an example, we’ll change the header’s
background color. First, you’ll need to expand the ‘Color’ section and then click on the ‘Background’ option. In the pop-up window that appears, you'll first select a solid color or gradient. Then, you can choose from a number of pre-set colors. When you click on a color, the background of your header will be changed immediately. You can find more
customization options by clicking the ‘Styles’ icon at the top right of the page. This will let you change the header’s font, colors, and layout. If you want to have total control over your headers, footers, and sidebars to give your website
a unique design, then we recommend using SeedProd. Most websites display the same header on all posts, pages, categories, and archive pages. However, you can display a different header for each WordPress category. This can be done by adding code to
your theme files, but you will have more control by using a theme builder. We showed you earlier how to customize your header using the SeedProd theme builder plugin. SeedProd also allows you to create multiple custom headers and display them for different categories using conditional logic. To create a new header, you need to navigate to SeedProd
» Theme Builder and click the orange ‘Add New Theme Template’ button. Alternatively, you can duplicate your current header and use it as a starting point. A pop-up window will appear, where you can give the theme template a name and select ‘Header’ from the Type dropdown menu. You also need to enter a priority. So, if more than one header meets
the conditions for a certain page, the header with the largest priority will be displayed. The default header has a priority of 0, so make sure you enter 1 or higher. After that, you’ll need to set up one or more conditions. This lets SeedProd know when to display a certain header. You simply select the conditions from the dropdown menus. On the first two
menus, you'll have to select ‘Include’ and then ‘Has Category.’ In the last field, you should type the name of the category where you want the header to be displayed. You can easily display the same header for multiple categories by clicking the ‘Add Condition’ button and including another category. When you’re finished, make sure you click the ‘Save’
button to save the new header. But what if
you wish to add a widget to the header of a normal WordPress theme? Some themes, like the Astra theme, let you do this using the WordPress theme customizer. Astra adds an option called ‘Header Builder’ to completely customize the header, including adding widgets. If your WordPress theme doesn’t currently have a widget area in the header, you’ll
need to add it manually. While the general approach is to add code snippets to the functions.php file, the easier and safer approach is using WPCode. This plugin simplifies the process of adding code snippets without breaking your site. To get started, let’s make sure you have the WPCode code snippets plugin installed and activated on your WordPress
website. If you need help, feel free to see our guide on how to install a WordPress plugin. Upon activation, you’ll want to navigate to Code Snippets » + Add Snippets. Now, the first thing you’ll need to do is create the snippet title. For example, we name ours ‘Adding a WordPress Widget to the Header Area.’ The second step is to expand the code type

',)); } add_action( 'widgets_init', 'wpb_widgets_init' ); This code will register a new header or a widget-ready area for your theme. Here’s what it might look like in your WPCode editor: To activate the snippet, you can switch the toggle next to the blue ‘Save Snippet’ button to ‘Active.” Then, don’t forget to click the ‘Save Snippet’ button to store your
changes. Once you've toggled on the switch and saved your changes, this is how the editor should look: Now, if you go to Appearance » Widgets, then you will see a new widget area labeled ‘Custom Header Widget Area.’ This is where you’ll add your widgets. If you need help, you can see our guide on how to add and use widgets in WordPress. Depending
on your theme, you may also need to add CSS to WordPress to control how the widget area is displayed. For detailed instructions, you can check out our guide on how to add a WordPress widget to your website header. Another way you can make your WordPress headers more attractive is by adding random images to the header section. Showing
randomly changing images helps capture your visitors’ attention and make your content more engaging. To add random header images to your WordPress blog, you can use the theme customizer and upload images to the header section. This option may vary depending on the WordPress theme you’re using. Next, go ahead and select the ‘Randomize
uploaded headers’ option. If you want more control and flexibility in showing random images in the header section, then you can also use a WordPress plugin. For more details, see our guide on how to add random header images to your WordPress blog. Finally, if you want to add custom code to your website’s header section, you can easily do that from
your WordPress dashboard. This method is recommended for advanced users and might not be suitable for beginners because it involves editing code and requires technical knowledge. You can find your theme’s header files by going to Appearance » Theme File Editor from the WordPress admin panel. In the ‘style.css’ theme files, you can scroll down to
the site header section and add or remove code. Note: We don’t recommend directly editing the theme files because the slightest mistake can break your website and mess up the WordPress design. An easier way of adding custom code to edit your site’s header is by using WPCode. We use it on some of our partner websites, so we know that it’s the best
code snippet plugin for WordPress. You can read our complete WPCode review to learn more about our experience with this plugin. First, install and activate the free WPCode plugin. For more details, please see our guide on how to install a WordPress plugin. Upon activation, you can go to Code Snippets » Header & Footer from your WordPress
dashboard. Next, simply enter the custom code in the ‘Header’ section. After entering the code, click the ‘Save Changes’ button. Block patterns are beautifully designed, ready-
to-go layouts you can add in just a few clicks. This guide will show you how to insert block patterns onto your site and then customize them with your own content. To browse and add block patterns to your site, follow these steps: Visit your site’s dashboard. Go to Pages or Posts and select a page or post to edit, or open the Site Editor at Appearance —
Editor. In the editing screen, click the Block inserter (+) in the top-left corner. Click the Patterns tab. Browse the available patterns. You can view collections by category, such as Starter content, Contact, Gallery, and Blog Posts. To see all patterns in a larger window, click the “Explore all patterns” button at the bottom of the section. Click any pattern to
add it to your page at your cursor’s location. Once you add a block pattern to your site, it becomes part of your content. Any future updates or removals of patterns from the library will not affect patterns already added to your pages or posts. To preview patterns at different screen sizes and check their responsiveness, use the WordPress.com Pattern
Library. You can browse, search, and preview patterns, then copy and paste them into the block editor: Visit the Pattern Library. Use the category navigation or search by feature or keyword to find patterns. When you find a pattern you want to use, click the “Copy pattern” button. If you are not logged in, you can copy only the first three patterns in each
category. To copy more, click “Get access” and log in or create a free WordPress.com account. Go to the editor for a post, page, or template on your WordPress.com site. Paste the pattern using Command + V (Mac) or CTRL + V (Windows), or right-click and select Paste. Edit the content (such as images, text, or links) as needed. Styles set in the Site
Editor will automatically apply to the pasted pattern. When you find a block pattern you like, click it once to insert it into your page. The entire pattern will be added at your cursor’s location. After inserting a block pattern, you can customize it to fit your needs. Click any block within the pattern to edit its content. You can: Delete existing text and type
new text. Replace example images by clicking any image and selecting Replace in the block toolbar. Use List View to see all blocks within the pattern. In List View, you can move, remove, or add blocks as needed. The images included in block patterns and starter content are free to use on your site. However, these images are referenced from external
sources and are not saved in your site’s Media Library. This means they could change or be removed in the future. For best results, replace these images with your own. For help, see our guide on adding images. You can also find free images in the Free Photo Library. Patterns you have created also appear in the Patterns section of the block inserter. To
add a pattern you created, follow these steps: Visit your dashboard. Go to Pages or Posts and select a page or post to edit, or open the site editor at Appearance — Editor. In the editing screen, click the Block inserter (+) in the top-left corner. Click the Patterns tab. Select the “My patterns” category. Click a pattern once to add it to your content, or drag it
to where you want it to appear. Every page needs a title, but you may not want that title to be visible on the page itself. If you want to hide the title from appearing on your site, follow the steps in this guide. To follow the steps in this guide, choose a theme that supports the site editor. A quick way to determine if your site uses the site editor is to check
for Appearance — Editor in your site’s dashboard. When you create a page, the first thing you will do is give it a title. A title makes it easy for you, as the site owner, to know what the page is for. A page title is also important for SEO so that search engines will show the title in their search results. However, there may be situations where you don’t want
the title to appear visually on the page’s design. For instance, you might want to not show the title when you have it written into an image at the top of your page, such as in this example: To hide the title, you can edit the template(s) on your site that currently display the title. First, choose the template that is currently showing the page title: From

your site’s dashboard, click on Appearance — Editor. On the left side panel, click Templates. Select a template: The Page template controls the layout of standard pages on your site, such as an About or Contact page. The Single template controls the layout of your individual posts. The Home or Front Page template sets the layout of the homepage.

The Index template is typically used as the main blog page, where your latest posts are shown. The Archive template displays smaller groupings of posts organized by categories, tags, and archives (which are typically posts by month, year, and other time-based groupings.) Start from scratch by clicking the + button to create a new template. This is useful
if you wish to hide page titles on certain pages only. Click the pencil icon to start editing that template. Follow these steps to remove the title from the template: Click on the Title block, as marked by the number 1 in the image below. Click on the three dots at the right end of the block’s toolbar. Click Delete or Remove. Click Update or Save at the top
right of the screen. The above process is demonstrated in the following video: Slow down or speed up the video using the controls in the lower-right corner after clicking Play The Command Palette helps you streamline your workflow in the WordPress editor by providing a centralized location to work on various aspects of your site’s design. This guide
will explain how to make the most of the Command Palette to speed up your editing process. The Command Palette is a part of the WordPress Editor. To access the Command Palette, follow these steps: Visit your dashboard. Navigate to Appearance — Editor (block themes) or edit any page or post on your site (all themes). On your keyboard, press
Cmd+k on Mac or Ctrl+k on Windows. Alternatively, if you're editing a template or template part, you can click the template title to search for commands: Click the title at the top center of the template editor to open the Command Palette When searching the Command Palette, use the words bolded below to discover available commands. You can
quickly open patterns and styles, add a new page or post, customize CSS, and select Navigation, Styles, Pages, Templates, and Patterns. From the Template view, in addition to the global options above, you can open patterns, the code editor, styles, and editor preferences. You can also toggle the settings sidebar, block inspector, spotlight mode,
distraction-free, top toolbar, and list view. While working on a template, you can search for a specific page or post and edit it directly through the Site Editor. Adding a new post or page will take you to the editor for that page. Commands that can be used in the Command Palette include: To find out more commands, type a letter or word in the Command
Palette search field, and a list of available commands containing the letter or word will appear. You can execute the command by clicking it, or by pressing Enter or Return on your keyboard. Some commands won’t appear in the Command Palette if they don’t apply to your current context. For example, the command to reset a template will not display if
the template has not been customized. Additionally, commands will only perform actions available to the site based on its plan. For example, the command to open CSS will not work on a site without an eligible plan. Many WordPress themes allow you to customize the appearance of your website by setting a header and background image. Using the
Theme Customizer, you can easily preview the look and feel of using header and background images across your website, and then save the settings as you decide to use them. Most WordPress themes support custom headers and
background images that can be changed using the WordPress theme Customizer. This gives users more control and flexibility over the look of their site without having to implement a child theme and manage theme files manually. Themes typically include default images for the header and background as examples to display how the theme works. Images
may be selected from your existing Media Library collection, or you may upload images to use, which will be added to the Media library. While you have the ability to customize the theme header and background images with your own images, most themes have a recommended size for the header image specified in pixel dimensions. You'll need to use a
header image that has the right size, and you can prepare the image outside of WordPress or use the Customizer to crop the image to the proper size. Some themes have a flexible header layout that allows for varying dimensions and aspect ratios that do not need cropping, but you may need to try various image sizes to determine the best fit for the
theme. Typically, designers and developers toggle between back-end coding and front-end viewing in their work. The WordPress Theme Customizer allows you to change many aspects of the look and feel of your WordPress site, without having to toggle between backend and front end, nor having to modify the code of theme files. You can use the
Customizer to preview and modify many of your site’s Appearance settings with ease and safety. Themes may either use or not use certain features of the Customizer, as well as add new features depending upon the theme developer. If your theme does support the Customizer settings for this lesson, apply the standard Twenty Sixteen theme for practice.
Afterward, you can switch back to your original theme. There are two ways to launch the Customizer, from the front end or back end of the WordPress site. On the front end of the site, when you are logged in, you’ll see the Customize icon and link in the Admin bar, which is the toolbar at the top of the website. To launch the Customizer in the WordPress
Dashboard, use Appearance > Customize. You may also see a big blue Customize Your Site button in the Welcome to WordPress section if that screen option is turned on. The Header Image is displayed near the top of the layout throughout the website. Most themes support the use of a header image, but each theme will use a specific size and placement
for the image. Some themes allow for a Flexible Header that does not need to be a certain size, and some themes provide support for different headers on the home page and other sections of the website. Does your theme support header and background images? And if so, what size is recommended for the header image? After you launch the Customizer
you should see both Header Image and Background Image in the Customizer menu panel, if your theme supports those options. Click on Header Image to open that section. In the Customizing Header Image section, you'll see what size is recommended for your theme. With the Twenty Sixteen theme, the WordPress Customizer indicates “your theme
recommends a header size of 1200 x 280 pixels.” Make a note of this size—or whatever size you find for your theme—for the width by height in pixels that will be used for a header image. Notice that nothing is shown under the labels for “Previously uploaded” and for “Suggested,” unless there are existing settings for your theme. Some themes include
default images that will be shown as thumbnails for those items. Depending upon your theme, you may also see options to rotate through multiple headers on your website. Select an image of your own or from a website with free-to-use or public domain images that you will use for your Header Image that is either: The exact recommended size for your
themeLarger than the recommended size, so that it can be cropped Only .jpeg, .gif, and .png files can be used. All cropped images will be converted to jpegs. Using an image of exactly the right size will produce the best results, and this is certainly recommended. To preserve transparency in an image use a .gif or .png image of exactly the right size. Click
the “Add new image” button in the Customizing Header Image in the Customizer panel.In the Choose Image dialog select the Upload Files tab.You may either “Drop files anywhere to upload” or click the Select Files button to upload an image from your computer.Enter a short description for the Alt Text after the image is uploaded to the Media
library.Click the Select and Crop button. In the Crop Image dialog use, the small square handles to adjust the cropping defined by a dashed line. Since the Twenty Sixteen theme allows for a flexible header, the recommended size is the minimum size recommended, and you can crop the image however you like or not at all. WordPress will save a new
version of the cropped image, so you will retain the original image that was uploaded.When you are finished adjusting the cropping, click the Crop Image button. You'll see the results displayed in both the Customizing Header Image panel and the website preview panel.Click the Publish button to save your Header Image setting. Background images and
background colors have long been an aspect of HTML web design. Just as they are named, they appear behind other elements in the layout. While background images can be full-scale pictures, they are more often small images of textured patterns that can be repeated horizontally, vertically, or tiled. The use of background images for web design has
changed over time. While they once were used to give a rich look across an entire website, themes now rarely use that technique. Still, background images are commonly used in CSS layouts for specific effects. Large ‘hero’ images are often used as a background at the top of pages instead of a header. Background images are also used for automating the
placement of small logos and profile portraits for listings and sections. With these types of use, background images may employ CSS or JavaScript for special effects like transparent opacity and masking. The WordPress Customizer provides a basic background image setting for the entire website. However, themes may not apply the background with all
templates throughout the website, and mobile views may not display as expected. Select an image of your own or from a website with free-to-use or public domain images that has a pattern that could be repeated to be used for a Background Image. Not all themes display the background image well, even if they support the setting. So, use the Twenty
Fifteen theme, as it does display the use of a background image. You may not see the header image that you previously set after changing themes, but WordPress typically saves theme settings, so that you may change back to a previously used theme without losing prior settings. In the WordPress Customizer, click the Change button for the Active Theme
Select the Twenty Fifteen theme or another theme you want to use that supports and displays a background image.Click the Save & Activate button.Click the Background Image section of the Customizer panel.Click Select Image, and upload and Choose your image, similar to the Header Image setting.Now that you have a Background Image, you will see
the available options. You can Publish the default tiled background or make changes to the options. There are three basic options for the background image: Background Repeat: No Repeat, Tile, Tile Horizontally, or Tile VerticallyBackground Position: Allow image to be positioned Left, Center, or RightBackground Attachment: Scroll background or
display as Fixed Try changing all of these options to the various settings to preview how they affect the display of the background image, including different combinations of the three options. When setting the Background Attachment option, you will need to test the preview by scrolling the page in the preview panel. With some options, the image may
seem to disappear entirely, but that is due to limited use of the image that is hidden behind another element in the foreground. When you are satisfied with your background image, be sure to Save & Publish your work. Now that you are able to use both header and background images, you can try using various images with various themes to preview the
results. You don’t need to Save & Publish your work, as the Customizer allows you to preview the display before you commit to the results. This is an easy way to explore and practice layout techniques. Twenty Fifteen theme Add a header image to the Twenty Fifteen theme.Note that this theme requires a vertical ratio for cropping.
