you’ve	faced	in	past	positions.	Sample	Answer	“In	my	previous	position,	I	was	confronted	with	numerous	challenges,	but	the	most	difficult	of	them	all	was	the	least	I	could	expect.	Unfortunately,	care	workers	must	deal	with	workplace	violence.	When	a	patient	refuses	to	receive	care,	care	workers	are	extremely	vulnerable.	And	while	dealing	with	such
people,	I	was	forced	to	choose	between	sedating	them	and	securing	their	unconscious	bodies	to	the	bed.	This	was	especially	difficult	because	the	same	patient	was	the	one	I	needed	to	be	sympathetic	to	and	form	a	friendship	with	in	order	to	provide	appropriate	care.”	The	interviewer	is	interested	in	learning	about	your	everyday	routine.	Give	them	a
daily	schedule	that	starts	with	the	first	activity	and	ends	with	the	last	activity.	Sample	Answer	“My	day	starts	early	in	the	morning,	after	a	quick	jog	around	my	block,	with	a	shower	and	a	cup	of	tea	to	be	ready	for	the	day	ahead.	Following	that,	I	check	my	calendar	to	see	what	my	day	has	in	store	for	me	and	rush	out	to	check	on	my	first	client	and
administer	my	care.”	Your	interviewer	wants	you	to	discuss	your	previous	employment	and	how	long	you	worked	as	a	care	worker	in	this	section.	Discuss	the	roles	you’ve	held,	how	long	you’ve	held	them,	and	the	experience	you’ve	gained.	Sample	Answer	“Getting	a	job	as	a	nurse	after	graduating	from	college	with	a	diploma	in	nursing	became	too
stressful,	so	I	looked	for	an	opportunity	in	an	old	hospice.	After	a	few	years,	assisting	the	elderly	and	the	most	vulnerable	grew	on	me	and	became	a	life	goal	for	me.	Since	then,	I	have	been	accepting	any	appointment	that	comes	my	way	to	assist	those	I	can	when	I	can.”	The	interviewer	wants	to	know	how	you	feel	about	this	position.	Discuss	your
attitudes	and	a	primary	priority	in	this	position.	Sample	Answer	“Strategic	planning	is	critical	in	this	function	since	it	establishes	the	foundation	for	a	company’s	success.”	I	feel	my	success	as	a	care	assistant	is	due	to	my	strong	analytical	and	leadership	abilities.	My	capacity	to	detect	even	minor	changes	in	my	patients	is	a	significant	plus.	My
significant	strength	is	my	ability	to	maintain	a	positive	attitude	in	the	face	of	adversity.	In	my	position,	trustworthiness	and	accountability	are	critical	since	we	work	with	frail	patients	who	are	unable	to	communicate	their	problems,	and	a	lack	of	these	qualities	could	jeopardize	business	operations.	When	dealing	with	patients	ranging	from	the	elderly
to	the	most	vulnerable,	confidentiality	is	essential.”	Explain	the	challenges	you	expect	to	face	in	this	capacity	based	on	your	previous	work	experience	in	this	question.	Sample	Answer	”I	had	a	number	of	challenges	in	my	previous	career,	and	since	this	is	a	larger	role	than	the	one	I	previously	held,	long	working	hours	and	exhaustion	will	be	a	hurdle	I
must	overcome	before	taking	on	this	role.	However,	I	believe	I	can	easily	adjust	and	cope	with	the	issue	at	hand	by	planning	ahead	of	time	to	ensure	that	I	have	enough	time	to	recover	and	continue	with	my	regular	routine	without	interruption.”	Certain	measures	must	be	used	in	the	course	of	each	task	to	help	employees	retain	a	positive	attitude.
Highlight	some	of	the	elements	that	keep	you	motivated	in	depth.	Sample	Answer	“Caregivers	provide	invaluable	assistance	to	individuals	in	need.	And	they	don’t	just	do	it	because	it’s	their	job;	they’re	typically	motivated	by	a	strong	desire	to	help	others.	This	has	always	given	me	a	boost	of	confidence	in	my	job,	as	I	get	a	sense	of	satisfaction	and	joy
from	witnessing	how	successfully	my	care	is	performed	and	the	patient	feels	better. Sample	Answer	“This	is	a	position	that	requires	an	experienced	individual	who	can	deal	with	a	wide	range	of	scenarios	while	maintaining	a	high	level	of	professionalism
and	enthusiasm.”	I	feel	I	possess	all	of	the	necessary	qualifications	for	this	position.	I	feel	I	have	everything	it	takes	to	be	the	care	worker	you	are	searching	for	at	your	establishment,	having	worked	in	this	industry	for	five	years.	Furthermore,	I	believe	I	possess	all	of	the	tactics	and	abilities	required	for	this	position.	I’d	be	grateful	if	you	took	into
account	my	four	years	of	experience	in	this	industry	as	a	plus.”	Your	interviewer	is	interested	in	learning	about	the	goals	you	set	for	yourself	and	how	you	attained	them.	Discuss	the	most	important	goals	you’ve	achieved,	as	well	as	any	honors	or	promotions	you’ve	received	during	your	career.	Sample	Answer	“In	my	prior	role,	I	achieved	my	greatest
success.	I	saw	that	team	members	had	a	hard	time	finding	specific	files,	which	hampered	productivity,	especially	during	peak	hours.	As	a	result,	I	decided	to	establish	a	team	filing	system.	I	scanned	all	of	the	important	documents	and	saved	them	to	shared	folders	on	our	computer	system.	Our	timesheets	showed	that	the	time	spent	hunting	for	files
had	decreased	by	several	hours	by	the	end	of	the	month.”	An	interviewer	wants	to	know	how	important	the	job	you’re	applying	for	is	to	you.	As	a	result,	give	a	comprehensive	response	that	fully	outlines	the	extent	of	this	function	and	the	influence	it	has	on	patients.	Sample	Answer	“Care	aides	play	an	important	role	in	the	lives	of	the	patients	with
whom	they	work	on	a	daily	basis.	I	understand	they	are	in	charge	of	all	aspects	of	patient	care,	including	bathing,	dressing,	and	toileting.	If	the	patient	is	in	pain	or	uncomfortable,	they	must	listen	to	them.	Overall,	I	feel	that	a	care	worker	must	be	actively	engaged	with	the	patient	in	order	to	improve	their	quality	of	life	and	that	this	should	be	done	in
collaboration	with	doctors	and	nurses.”	Because	the	interviewer	is	attempting	to	assess	your	behavioral	abilities,	you	should	rely	on	your	prior	experience	to	provide	the	best	response	that	would	impress	them.	Sample	Answer	“I	know	that	senior	people	have	a	larger	predisposition	to	be	self-sufficient	and	wish	to	do	chores	on	their	own,	based	on	my
experience	with	them.’	During	my	certification,	I	assisted	an	elderly	gentleman	who	was	having	difficulty	putting	on	his	medical	gown	for	his	exam.	I	told	him	he	didn’t	have	to	rush	and	that	he	could	take	his	time.	He	requested	help	after	a	few	minutes,	and	I	assisted	him	in	putting	on	his	gown.	I	asked	more	inquiries	about	a	disability	patient’s
experiences	when	I	worked	with	them	to	create	trust	and	humanize	their	stories.”	This	behavioral	inquiry	may	be	on	an	employer’s	list,	so	look	to	your	education	to	figure	out	what	function	you	perform	in	an	emergency.	Sample	Answer	“A	care	worker	is	responsible	for	alerting	the	doctor	or	nurse	on	the	health	of	a	patient.	As	a	result,	they’d	be	the
first	individuals	I’d	call	for	assistance	in	an	emergency.	‘I	realize	that	a	CAN	certification	only	gives	me	the	authority	to	assist	in	topics	relating	to	a	patient’s	evaluation,’	even	though	I	desire	to	play	a	bigger	part	in	caring	for	the	requirements	of	patients.”	Confidentiality	is	critical	to	the	success	of	the	medical	practice.	As	a	result,	an	employer	must	be
aware	of	how	you	can	work	well	while	remaining	anonymous.	Sample	Answer	“Confidentiality	is	crucial,	especially	when	keeping	a	patient’s	medical	information	secret	is	mandated	by	law.	I	will	not	speak	with	anyone	regarding	confidential	information	about	the	patient	unless	I	have	been	given	permission	to	do	so	in	writing.	To	put	it	another	way,	I
understand	that	maintaining	the	confidentiality	of	patient	records	is	an	ethical	responsibility	that	impacts	everyone	in	the	medical	field.”	This	question	is	a	test	of	your	interpersonal	skills,	therefore	make	sure	you	can	explain	how	your	interpersonal	skills	may	help	you	and	your	patients.	Sample	Answer	“Expressing	empathy	is	the	most	effective
strategy	to	form	and	maintain	relationships	with	patients.’	The	strength	of	your	patient	interactions	will	determine	the	experience	you’ll	have	when	administering	therapy	or	assisting	them	with	changing	their	clothes.	However,	I	feel	patience	is	a	valuable	secondary	skill	that	can	complement	empathy	since	understanding	a	patient’s	circumstances	can
mean	allowing	them	to	take	their	time	with	what	you’re	asking	them	to	accomplish.”	The	employer	wants	to	know	if	you	can	exhibit	empathy	in	challenging	situations	by	asking	situational	care	worker	interview	questions.	You	should	show	how	you	manage	to	give	high-quality	treatment	while	demonstrating	sensitivity	and	understanding.	Sample

I	am	usually	fully	immersed	in	trying	to	help	anyone	that
I	always	lose	track	of	time	“	In	such	a	question	the	interviewer	may	ask	to	see	what	your	goals	and	ambitions	are	if	given	the	opportunity.	Answer	strongly	linking	your	goals	to	the	company’s	policies	and	philosophy	this	is	selling	yourself	to	the	panel.	Sample	Answer	“With	my	experience	over	the	years	I	believe	I	am	well	suited	for	this	role	and	when	I
do	get	the	job	I	am	certain	in	the	next	five	years	I	would	have	cemented	myself	as	an	ambitious	and	hardworking	person,	and	with	that,	I	will	have	the	opportunity	to	sore	to	greater	heights	and	try	new	and	higher	roles	in	this	organization.	“	Sample	Answer	I	use	various	strategies	to	communicate	effectively	with	clients	who	have	language	barriers	or
cognitive	impairments. a	role	in	a	care	home,	home	care,	or	a	hospital	setting,	it	is	likely	that	you	will	be	asked	a	variety	of	questions.	These	help	the	interviewer	to	learn	more	about	your	experience,	knowledge	and	you	as	a	person.	The	main	categories	of	interview	questions	for	care	workers	include:	Technical	questions	–			Whilst	you	do	not	have	to	have	a	medical
qualification	for	a	care	role	and	there	are	positions	available	to	those	who	have	no	previous	care	experience,	employers	may	like	you	to	show	a	general	awareness	of	some	of	the	common	conditions	you	may	come	across	as	a	care	assistant.	You	may	also	need	to	show	an	awareness	of	some	of	the	key	policies	and	procedures	involved	in	care.	
Personality	questions	–		These	types	of	questions	are	used	to	help	the	interviewer	assess	how	suited	your	personality	is	to	a	care	assistant	role.	They	may	involve	questions	about	how	you	would	react	to	certain	events	or	scenarios,	such	as	confrontations	and	conflict	within	the	workplace.			Experiential	questions	–		Experiential	questions	do	not



necessarily	refer	to	the	experience	you	have	from	previous	care	roles.	As	we	have	mentioned,	you	could	be	applying	for	your	first	job	in	care.	Depending	on	your	previous	work	experience,	they	may	use	these	types	of	questions	to	ask	you	about	experiences	from	a	working	role,	personal	experience	you	may	have	gained	caring	for	a	loved	one,	volunteer
work,	or	any	transferable	skills	and	experience	you	have	that	can	be	brought	to	the	role.	There	will	likely	be	questions	regarding	your	general	approach	and	attitude	to	work	and	some	to	determine	how	much	you	know	about	the	organisation	and	the	setting	you	are	hoping	to	work	in.	Most	organisations	will	have	a	website	you	can	look	at	beforehand.
There	are	a	variety	of	roles	available	for	care	workers	and	the	questions	asked	are	likely	to	reflect	these	differences.	For	example,	those	interviewing	for	a	one-to-one	care	support	role	with	an	individual,	will	possibly	have	a	different	interview	experience	than	someone	applying	for	an	NHS	post	on	a	busy	ward.		Care	jobs	come	under	different	titles,
such	as	care	worker,	carer,	care	assistant,	care	support	worker,	or	healthcare	assistant	and		depend	on	the	setting	in	which	care	is	being	delivered.		If	a	role	requires	a	certain	level	of	experience	and	skill	set,	it	will	be	detailed	within	the	person	specification	and	job	description,	study	these	carefully	before	both	completing	your	application	form	and
prior	to	interview.	Make	notes	of	how	you	are	able	to	meet	these	requirements	as	it	is	likely	that	you	will	be	asked	questions	designed	to	specifically	address	them.		We	will	now	look	at	some	example	questions	that	you	may	be	faced	with	during	your	interview.	Think	about	how	they	apply	to	you,	what	your	response	may	be	and	how	it	aligns	with	the
position	you	are	hoping	to	fill.	Question:	What	do	you	think	is	involved	in	a	role	as	a	care	worker?	Answer:	If	you	are	not	already	experienced	in	the	role	then	it	is	important	you	do	your	research.	You	will	find	the	information	you	need	in	the	job	description.	Looking	online	at	the	company	website	can	also	help	you	to	see	how	they	describe	their	care
assistants	and	what	is	expected	of	them,	or	you	may	find	additional	insights	from	forums	and	review	sites	left	by	those	who	have	first	hand	experience	in	the	role.		Question:	Why	do	you	want	to	be	a	carer?		Answer:	This	helps	the	interviewer	to	assess	whether	your	personality	is	suited	to	a	caring	role,	so	your	answer	needs	to	show	the	reasons	you
are.	The	reasons	why	people	go	into	care	work	can	be	very	personal,	such	as	having	witnessed	the	care	and	support	a	family	member	received,	or	that	you	have	helped	care	for	a	loved	one	yourself.		Being	a	carer	has	many	benefits	and	can	bring	an	immense	amount	of	job	satisfaction,	so	It	may	be	that	you	want	to	help	others	and	enjoy	being	able	to
make	a	difference	to	other	people’s	lives.	Whatever	the	reason,	share	your	motivations	for	wanting	to	work	in	care.		Question:	What	qualities	do	you	bring	to	the	role?	Answer:	To	answer	this	question,	it	can	be	useful	to	consider	the	motivations	you	have	for	wanting	to	work	in	care,	as	they	are	likely	linked	to	what	you	can	bring	into	your	work.	For
example,	if	you	enjoy	the	company	of	others,	and	get	satisfaction	from	helping	and	comforting	those	in	need,	you	will	have	the	soft	skills	required	to	bring	essential	qualities	into	a	caring	role.		Having	empathy,	being	a	good	listener	and	being	able	to	put	people	at	ease	form	the	foundation	of	being	able	to	build	positive	relationships	and	good
communication	with	both	colleagues	and	those	you	are	caring	for.	For	further	guidance	on	the	importance	of	communication,	take	a	look	at	our	Promoting	Effective	Communication	in	Health	and	Social	Care	article.	Question:	How	would	you	maintain	confidentiality	in	your	work?	Answer:	Patient	and	service	user	confidentiality	is	vital	in	the	health	and
social	care	sector.	You	could	answer	this	question	based	on	your	care	experience,	or	from	any	previous	professional	or	personal	experience	you	may	have.	Make	it	clear	you	understand	its	importance	and	the	role	it	plays	in	ensuring	a	trusting	relationship	with	those	under	your	care.	An	individual’s	private	information	should	remain	so,	only	being
shared	when	appropriate,	and	in-line	with	policies	and	procedures.	How	their	information	is	stored	is	also	very	important.	It	may	be	worth	doing	some	research	around	information	governance	before	your	interview.		Question:	Tell	me	about	a	stressful	experience	you	have	had	and	how	you	dealt	with	it?		Answer:	Your	answer	to	this	can	come	from
either	work	or	personal	experience,	and	whilst	it	may	feel	difficult	to	talk	about,	these	experiences	often	provide	us	with	an	opportunity	to	learn	and	develop	from.	This	personal	growth	is	often	what	the	interviewer	is	interested	in,	as	well	as	how	you	handled	it.		Some	stressful	experiences	can	help	you	to	become	more	understanding	of	those	you	care
for	and	their	loved	ones,	you	may	have	suffered	your	own	health	related	experiences,	or	been	through	loss	and	grief.	This	question	can	provide	an	opportunity	for	you	to	explain	how	you	dealt	with	difficult	emotions	arising	from	stressful	situations,	as	well	as	any	practical	solutions	you	found.		Many	stresses	from	working	in	health	and	social	care	can
come	from	conflict	and	confrontations.	If	you	need	further	help	on	understanding	how	to	deal	with	these	situations,	take	a	look	at	our	Managing	Conflict	in	Health	and	Social	Care:	Guidance	on	Recognising	and	Handling	Confrontations	article.		Question:	Have	you	cared	for	anyone	before?	Answer:	This	question	may	be	relatively	straightforward	to
answer	if	you	already	have	professional	care	experience.	If	you	have	not	but	have	personal	experiences	of	caring	or	helping	to	care	for	someone,	this	is	a	good	experience	to	draw	on.	You	may	want	to	consider	some	volunteer	work	as	this	can	be	a	beneficial	experience	to	discuss	during	an	interview.		For	those	entirely	new	to	care	and	with	no	previous
experience,	look	to	your	transferable	skills.	This	means	any	skill	you	have	that	can	be	utilised	in	a	care	role	and	helps	match	you	to	the	person	specification	and	show	you	are	well	suited	to	the	role.	This	might	come	from	working	in	customer	service,	or	a	job	that	required	teamwork	and	time	management	skills.		If	you	are	leaving	a	non-related	job	to
begin	a	career	in	care,	the	interviewer	will	likely	ask	you	what	has	motivated	you	to	make	that	move.	This	is	often	where	showing	your	soft	skills	and	qualities	can	be	highlighted	to	show	that	you	have	compassion	and	a	motivation	for	care	work.		Question:		What	can	you	tell	me	about	safeguarding?	Answer:	This	is	another	common	question	you	are
likely	to	be	asked	as	safeguarding	is	such	a	vital	part	of	care	work	and	working	with	adults	at	risk.	Research	this	topic	if	it	is	not	one	you	are	familiar	with	so	that	you	are	able	to	explain	to	the	interviewer	what	it	means	and	how	it	would	impact	your	role	as	a	carer.	The	Care	Act	2014	sets	out	a	clear	legal	framework	and	provides	guidance	for	how
local	authorities	and	other	parties	involved	in	the	safeguarding	system	should	protect	adults	at	risk	of	abuse	or	neglect.		Question:	What	can	you	tell	me	about	person-centred	care?	Answer:	Person-centred	care	means	putting	the	individual	at	the	heart	of	their	own	care.	It	is	about	getting	to	know	the	individual,	their	likes,	dislikes	and	preferences	and
tailoring	their	care	to	suit	their	needs	and	not	the	needs	of	the	service.	Understanding	how	to	involve	people	in	their	own	care	is	an	important	part	of	being	a	carer.	If	you	are	unsure	about	what	this	means	in	practice,	take	a	look	at	our	article	What	is	Person-Centred	Care	and	Why	is	it	Important?	The	first	step	to	securing	a	role	in	care	work	is	to	find
the	right	match	for	you.	Don’t	apply	for	a	role	simply	because	it	is	available,	do	your	research	and	look	into	the	company	and	the	role	itself	before	applying,	even	if	you	are	experienced	in	care.	Transitioning	from	a	home	care	role	into	either	a	care	home	or	a	hospital	role	can	be	quite	a	change	and	may	not	suit	everyone.	Once	you	think	it	could	be	the
right	role	for	you,	ensure	you	really	sell	yourself	at	the	application	stage.	There	may	be	an	application	form	or	you	may	be	handing	in	your	CV	and	a	cover	letter.	Whatever	the	case,	make	sure	you	read	the	advertisement,	person	specification	and	job	description	carefully	and	try	to	fully	cover	each	point	to	show	you	meet	their	requirements.	If	there	is
an	opportunity	to	add	supporting	information,	do	so.	You	can	add	here	anything	you	have	not	had	the	chance	to	say	elsewhere,	such	as	any	skills,	knowledge	or	experience	that	showcases	your	suitability	for	the	role.	If	your	initial	application	is	not	successful,	do	not	resubmit	the	same	again,	look	at	how	it	can	be	adapted	to	ensure	you	better	meet	the
person	specification.		Once	you	have	been	invited	for	an	interview,	it	is	time	for	you	to	prepare.	Ensure	that	you:	Familiarise	yourself	with	the	job	description	and	person	specification.	Look	over	your	completed	application	again.	Do	your	research	on	the	company	and	the	department	or	setting	the	role	is	in.		Make	notes	for	how	you	will	answer	some	of
the	potential	questions	you	may	be	faced	with.	Prepare	questions	to	ask	at	the	end	of	your	interview,	being	careful	not	to	ask	anything	they	have	already	covered	during	it.		When	it	comes	to	the	interview	itself,	it	is	important	to	make	a	good	impression.	To	help	achieve	this,	make	sure	you:	Dress	appropriately.	Arrive	in	good	time	and	allow	for	any
issues	that	may	arise	with	your	travel	arrangements.	Have	the	details	of	who	to	contact	if	you	have	been	held	up	and	let	them	know	as	soon	as	possible.	Are	aware	of	your	body	language.	Smile.	It	helps	to	convey	confidence	and	friendliness.	Offer	eye	contact	with	all	those	involved	in	your	interview,	if	there	is	more	than	one	person	interviewing	you,
try	and	avoid	only	making	eye	contact	with	the	person	asking	the	question	so	you	show	you	are	engaging	with	them	all.		Answer	questions	clearly	and	concisely,	focus	on	making	a	few	main	points.		Sell	yourself,	do	not	refer	them	back	to	your	CV	or	application	form.	They	are	looking	for	you	to	tell	them	why	you	are	right	for	the	role	and	what	you	can
offer.		Ask	questions	to	show	you	are	interested,	and	don’t	be	afraid	to	share	that	you	are	keen	to	get	the	job.	Whether	you	are	new	to	care,	progressing	in	your	career	or	are	taking	on	a	change	in	duties	and	setting,	it	is	important	to	be	prepared	at	all	stages	of	the	recruitment	process.	Making	sure	you	are	a	good	match	for	the	role	and	that	you	meet
the	person	specification	helps	to	ensure	you	are	the	right	person	to	provide	high-quality	care	to	those	in	need. Procedural	compliance	In	the	questions	below,	we’ll	highlight	opportunities	to	link	to	these	qualities	so	that	you	can	demonstrate	the	personal	attributes	of	a	good	carer.	1.	Why	do	you	want	to	be	a	care	worker?	This	type	of	question	gives	the	interview	some	insight	into	your	motivations.	It’s	an
opportunity	to	express	your	enthusiasm	for	the	role.	It’s	also	an	open	question,	so	you	can	use	it	to	display	your	skills,	experience	and	personal	attributes.	Use	your	research	and	review	of	the	job	description	to	show	where	your	values	align	with	the	organisation.	Instead	of	listing	your	attributes,	it’s	best	to	use	scenarios	and	personal	stories	to	explain
your	motivation	to	obtain	a	care	position.	Example	Answer:	‘Spending	time	with	my	cousin	inspired	me	to	pursue	a	career	in	care.	He	has	learning	disabilities.	As	we	grew	up	together,	I	came	to	appreciate	the	tasks	that	he	struggled	with.		However,	he	has	an	excellent	memory,	so	I	often	spend	time	talking	to	him	about	things	we	had	done,	said	or
watched	as	kids.	It	calms	him	and	helps	my	aunt	complete	other	tasks	that	need	doing.		I	saw	the	power	of	such	a	small	act,	and	how	it	impacted	him	and	his	main	carer,	my	aunt,	and	I	want	to	help	more	people	in	that	way.’	2.	What	do	you	think	a	care	worker	does?	This	is	an	opportunity	to	demonstrate	you	understand	the	role	you’ve	applied	for.
Carefully	reading	the	job	advert	and	job	description	is	good	preparation	for	this,	whether	you’ve	worked	in	care	before	or	not,	focusing	on	the	type	of	care	you	have	applied	for.	It’s	also	a	chance	to	share	what	you	know	about	the	specific	care	organisation	you’re	interviewing	for.	Example	answer:	I	understand	that	my	role	as	a	care	worker	is	about
supporting	residents.	This	might	be	assisting	with	bathing	and	dressing,	supporting	them	with	household	tasks	like	laundry	and	shopping,	and	making	meals,	drinks	and	snacks.	A	care	worker	always	ensures	dignity	and	respect	at	all	times.	3.	Can	you	describe	a	time	when	you	had	to	respond	quickly,	perhaps	to	an	emergency?	Staying	calm	and
responding	logically	under	pressure	are	necessary	responses	from	carers	who	might	find	themselves	in	stressful	situations.	The	interviewer	will	ask	this	question	looking	to	see	if	you’ve	had	any	experience	in	this	area.	Besides	checking	your	ability	to	follow	procedure,	they’ll	be	looking	to	see	if	you	can	be	methodical,	adaptable	and	resilient.	Example
Answer:	‘I	was	once	with	someone	who	had	a	heart	attack.	My	first	response	was	to	call	for	emergency	care.	I	spoke	calmly	to	the	person	to	see	if	they	were	conscious.	They	didn’t	respond,	so	I	didn’t	give	them	an	aspirin.		I	followed	my	first	aid	training,	I	explained	to	the	person	what	I	was	doing,	in	case	they	could	hear	me.	I	checked	their	breathing
which	was	irregular,	so	I	started	CPR.	I	asked	a	passerby	to	check	the	nearby	offices	for	a	defibrillator.	I	continued	CPR	until	an	ambulance	came.’	4.	Can	you	explain	confidentiality	and	safeguarding?	Safeguarding	and	confidentiality	are	fundamental	parts	of	care	procedures,	which	means	these	kinds	of	questions	are	common	in	interviews.
Researching	these	two	aspects	of	care	can	help	you	demonstrate	your	ability	to	comply	with	procedures.	As	well	as	explaining	the	two	concepts,	your	answer	should	also	stress	the	importance	of	confidentiality	and	safeguarding.	The	best	answers	will	include	a	hypothetical	situation	showing	how	you	would	follow	procedure	while	still	completing	your
duties.	Example	Answer:	Confidentiality	is	essential	in	care.	It	means	I	wouldn’t	repeat	personal	conversations	with	clients	outside	my	workplace,	and	I	would	never	share	details,	like	addresses	or	phone	numbers.	Safeguarding	is	another	vital	aspect	of	care.	As	set	out	in	the	Care	Act	of	2014,	there’s	a	duty	to	protect	a	client’s	well-being,	health	and
human	rights.	In	a	care	position,	I	would	look	for	signs	that	an	environment	isn’t	safe,	follow	up	on	any	signs	of	neglect	and	report	them	to	my	manager.’	5.	How	would	you	maintain	confidentiality	in	your	work	as	a	care	worker?	As	explained	in	the	previous	question,	when	working	with	people	in	a	care	setting,	it	is	important	that	you	maintain
confidentiality.	For	example,	you	should	not	share	information	within	medical	records	with	anyone	who	is	unauthorised	to	have	access	to	the	information.	Example	answer:	I	would	ensure	confidentiality	in	my	work	as	a	care	worker	by	not	sharing	confidential	information	with	people	I	shouldn’t	–	for	example	medical	records.	I	would	also	respect	the
conversations	I	have	with	the	people	I	care	for	and	not	share	private	information	with	others	unless	it	is	something	I	need	to	discuss	with	my	manager.	6.	Imagine	you’re	caring	for	someone	who	doesn’t	want	you	to	help	them	with	a	particular	task;	what	would	you	do?	Sometimes	the	tasks	of	a	carer	can	be	difficult,	although	they	are	necessary.	This
question	aims	to	discover	whether	your	personality	and	characteristics	are	suited	to	the	work.	In	your	answers,	it’s	important	to	demonstrate	patience,	compassion	and	empathy.		Your	answer	will	also	provide	an	opportunity	to	demonstrate	how	you	respect	your	clients	and	will	help	them	to	maintain	their	dignity.	Example	Answer:	‘I	would	want	to
give	my	clients	room	to	make	their	own	choices,	as	this	allows	them	to	maintain	their	dignity.	However,	I	still	have	a	duty	of	care.	I	would	show	the	client	empathy	by	saying,	‘I	understand	you	don’t	want	me	to	brush	your	hair	right	now.	Is	there	a	particular	reason?’	They	could	have	a	painful	scalp	or	prefer	a	comb,	so	a	dialogue	might	resolve	the
issue.	If	they	say	that	they	just	don’t	want	me	to,	I	might	answer	that	we’ll	leave	it	for	now	and	come	back	to	it	after	some	other	tasks.	If	it’s	due	to	pain	or	the	client	still	resists,	I	would	check	the	opinion	of	a	nurse.	7.	Can	you	provide	an	example	of	how	you’ve	worked	in	a	team	and	what	your	role	was?	Your	ability	to	provide	quality	care	will	depend
on	you	and	your	colleagues.	In	high-pressure	or	emergency	situations,	you’ll	need	to	call	on	others	for	help.	Communication	and	team	working	are	necessary	to	get	the	job	done.		From	passing	on	essential	information	to	other	carers,	cooperating	with	the	nurse	or	a	care	manager,	to	getting	your	client	to	cooperate,	these	skills	are	invaluable.	A
potential	employer	will	want	to	know	that	you	can	work	well	with	others,	use	initiative	to	allocate	yourself	a	role	in	an	emergency	and	contribute	to	a	pleasant	working	environment.	Example	Answer:	‘I	play	football	in	my	spare	time.	I	act	as	a	player/coach	for	the	team,	where	I’ve	learned	that	listening	to	my	teammates	is	essential	to	our	success.	I
also	take	the	time	to	choose	my	words	carefully	in	delicate	situations	and	speak	clearly	to	give	instructions	that	need	to	be	acted	on	immediately.		We	each	have	our	positions	on	the	field	and	know	our	roles,	but	we	need	to	be	aware	of	what	the	others	are	doing	to	win	a	match.	8.	What	can	you	tell	me	about	why	you	might	involve	a	client	in	their	care
process	and	how	you	would	do	it?	Many	employers	will	be	focusing	on	person-centred	care,	as	evidence	suggests	it’s	more	effective.	An	interviewer	will	be	looking	at	your	ability	to	be	inclusive	and	respectful.	These	two	qualities	are	necessary	when	considering	an	individual’s	needs.	It’s	also	an	opportunity	to	show	that	you	understand	the	duties	are
to	help	the	client	but	that	that	doesn’t	always	mean	doing	everything	for	them.			Example	Answer:	‘Talking	with	a	client	is	one	of	the	best	ways	to	involve	them	in	the	care	process.	To	establish	open	communication,	I	ensure	that	my	actions	give	them	space	and	privacy,	so	that	they	feel	respected.	I	also	speak	and	act	with	empathy.	As	well	as	asking
direct	questions	with	options	of	how	to	proceed,	I	create	the	space	for	them	to	tell	me	when	they’re	unhappy	or	would	prefer	to	do	things	another	way.	I	do	this	by	listening	and	showing	that	I’ve	heard	and	respect	what	they’ve	said.’	9.	Can	you	give	us	an	example	of	a	time	you	went	out	of	your	way	to	help	someone?	This	question	aims	to	find	out
about	your	personal	qualities	as	well	as	your	experience	caring	for	someone	or	completing	an	act	of	care.	You’ll	need	to	come	up	with	a	personal	story	that	captures	your	dutifulness,	as	well	as	your	compassion	and	empathy.		Example	Answer:	‘When	my	elderly	neighbours	were	sheltering	due	to	covid,	I	made	a	point	of	phoning	them	before	I	went
shopping	to	find	out	if	they	needed	anything.	Sometimes	they	had	some	requests	for	food,	but	other	times,	I	could	tell	they	just	wanted	someone	to	talk	to.	I	kept	phoning,	even	if	it	was	to	ask	them	how	they	were	and	hear	about	their	day.’	10.	What	is	your	availability?	Care	work	might	include	unconventional	hours.	If	a	potential	employer	doesn’t	ask
it,	then	you	might	want	to	bring	up	the	subject	when	you’re	asked	if	you	have	any	questions.	It’s	crucial	to	discuss	what	kind	of	hours	you’ll	need	to	work	and	to	plan	your	availability	accordingly.	The	hours	can	work	for	you,	especially	if	you	have	childcare	or	study	obligations.	Example	Answer:	‘I	am	available	for	morning	and	evening	work.	On	most
days,	I	need	to	pick	up	my	children	from	school	at	3.30	pm.	If	I	have	a	shift	pattern	that	I	know	in	advance,	I	can	be	flexible	and	work	any	hours,	as	I	will	make	arrangements	for	childcare,	but	I	would	prefer	to	work	in	the	evening.’	Closing	Thoughts	At	the	end	of	your	interview,	you	might	be	asked	if	you	have	any	questions.	You	can	discuss	the	hours
of	work,	the	training	process,	any	potential	routes	for	career	progression	and	the	team	structure.	If	you	do	your	research,	prepare	some	answers	that	bring	out	your	personal	qualities	and	keep	the	specific	job	role	in	mind,	you’ll	feel	ready.	Good	luck!
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
