In	2007,	however,	Capitol	Records	put	out	Perrys	EP	Ur	So	Gay,	which	attracted
modest	attention	for	its	cheerfully	flippant	title	track.	She	made	a	greater	splash	several	months	later	with	the	single	I	Kissed	a	Girl,	an	assertive	ode	to	sexual	curiosity	backed	by	a	hard-edged	electro-pop	beat.	The	song	quickly	stirred	controversy,	as	some	critics	derided	it	for	promoting	same-sex	relations	and	others	charged	that	the	racy	scenario	it
depicted	catered	to	male	fantasies	of	female	sexuality.	Nevertheless,	the	combination	of	titillation	and	polished	melodicism	helped	I	Kissed	a	Girl	become	a	number	one	hit	in	multiple	countries,	powering	sales	for	her	album	One	of	the	Boys	(2008).	With	its	bouncy,	sharp-tongued	second	single,	Hot	N	Cold,	also	proving	popular,	the	albummuch	of
which	Perry	wrote	herselfeventually	registered	sales	of	more	than	three	million	copies	in	the	United	States.	By	late	2009	Perry	had	become	frequent	tabloid	fodder,	largely	because	of	her	quirky,	vividly	colored	fashionswhich	borrowed	variously	from	1940s	pinup	models,	burlesque	performers,	and	the	kawaii	(cute)	cultural	aesthetic	of	Japanas	well	as
her	high-profile	relationship	with	English	comedian	Russell	Brand,	to	whom	she	was	briefly	married	(201012). Perrys	fifth	studio	album,	Witness	(2017),	more	introspective	than	her	earlier	work,	was	less	well	received.	She
returned	to	mainstream	pop	with	the	empowerment-oriented	Smile	(2020). The	album's	reissue
titled	Teenage	Dream:	The	Complete	Confection	(2012)	produced	the	U.S.	number	one	single	"Part	of	Me".	Her	fourth	album	Prism	(2013)	had	two	U.S.	number	one	singles,	"Roar"	and	"Dark	Horse".	Both	their	respective	music	videos	made	her	the	first	artist	to	have	multiple	videos	reach	one	billion	views	on	Vevo	and	YouTube.	Afterwards,	Perry
released	the	albums	Witness	(2017),	Smile	(2020)	and	143	(2024)	to	varying	critical	and	commercial	success.Perry	has	the	second-most	U.S.	Diamond-certified	singles	for	any	female	artist	(six). It	contains	four	additional	tracks,	and	Perry	called	this	"an	early	holiday	gift"	for	her	fans.[306]On	April	14,	2025,	she	flew	into	space	aboard	Blue	Origin	NS-31,	Blue	Origin's	eleventh	crewed	flight	to
space	under	the	New	Shepard	program,	along	with	Amanda	Nguyen,	Aisha	Bowe,	Kerianne	Flynn,	Gayle	King,	and	Lauren	Snchez. "Firework"	was	inspired	by	a	passage	in	the	book	On	the	Road	by	Jack	Kerouac	in	which	the	author	compares	people	who	are	full	of	life	to	fireworks	that	shoot	across	the	sky	and	make	people	watch	in	awe.[330]	Her	second	concert	tour,	the	California	Dreams	Tour,	was	reminiscent	of	Alice's	Adventures	in	Wonderland	and	The	Wonderful	Wizard	of
Oz.[331]	She	also	credits	the	1996	film	The	Craft	for	inspiring	her	song	"Dark	Horse",[332]	and	Eckhart	Tolle's	book	The	Power	of	Now	for	influencing	Prism.[153]When	I	am	in	between	records,	sometimes	I	doubt	myself. ensembles	that	lean	towards	the	theatrical".[375][376]During	the	2017	launch	of	her	shoe	collection,	Katy	Perry	Collections,	she	said	about	shoes:	"When	I	first	got	to	L.A.,	I	cultivated	my	style	on	a	budget,	always	shopping	at	thrift	stores	or	vintage	stores.	... When	Glaze	admitted	that	he	had	never	kissed	a	girl	(a	reference	to	Perry's	song	"I	Kissed	a	Girl"),	she	gestured	for	him	to	come	up	to	her	for	a	kiss	on	the	cheek	but	then	kissed	him	on	the	lips.	Her	behavior	was	met	with	backlash,	with	some	pointing	out	that	if	she	had	been	a	male	judge	who	kissed	a	woman	the	same
way,	the	reaction	would	have	been	different. having	a	"lasting	legacy",	with	American	singers	Fletcher	sampling	"I	Kissed	a	Girl"	and	Olivia	Rodrigo	referencing	Teenage	Dream	on	"Brutal".[266]	Additionally,	other	artists	such	as	Halsey	and	Ariana	Grande	have	praised	Perry's	work,	with	Halsey	calling	Teenage	Dream	the	"perfect	pop	album"	and	Grande	saying	"The	One	That	Got	Away"	is	"one

become	the	first	and	only	album	in	history	with	four	diamond-certified	songs	on	its	tracklist.[466]	Perry's	albums	One	of	the	Boys,	Teenage	Dream,	Prism,	Witness,	and	Smile	have	individually	surpassed	one	billion	streams	on	Spotify.[467]In	2011,	Forbes	ranked	her	third	on	their	"Top-Earning	Women	In	Music"	list	with	earnings	of	$44million[468]
and	fifth	on	their	2012	list	with	$45million.[469]	She	subsequently	ranked	seventh	on	the	2013	Forbes	list	for	"Top-Earning	Women	In	Music"	with	$39million	earned,[470]	and	fifth	on	their	2014	list	with	$40million.[471]	With	earnings	of	$135million,	Forbes	also	ranked	Perry	number	one	on	their	2015	"Top-Earning	Women	In	Music"	list	as	well	as

On	8	December,	ARN
announced	the	station	would	rebrand	as	KIIS	106.5,	with	Kyle	Sandilands	and	Jackie	O	on	breakfast.Since	the	departure	of	Kyle	Sandilands	and	Jackie	'O'	Henderson	in	2013,	the	station	has	plummeted	from	being	the	top	rating	commercial	FM	station	to	the	bottom	with	an	audience	share	of	just	4	per	cent	having	been	as	low	as	2.8	per	cent.[16]	The
replacement	breakfast	shows	have	never	managed	to	improve	ratings. contract.[18]In	November	2014,	a	30-second	ad	on	2Day	FM	in	breakfast	cost	$850	and	in	drive	cost	$700	(with	2Day	FM	holding	a	3.3%	and	4.3%	share,	respectively,	in	these	slots	at	the	time).[19]In	January	2015,	Dan	and	Maz	took	over	the	coveted	breakfast	slot.[20]	They	were	initially	brought	on	board	to	connect	with	a	younger	audience,
however	struggled	to	make	inroads	against	established	competitors	including	Kyle	and	Jackie	O	on	KIIS,	WSFM's	Jonesy	&	Amanda,	Triple	M's	"The	Grill	Team"	and	Nova's	Fitzy	&	Wippa.
