It	may	even	be	in	the	form	of	a	lower	score	in	a	system	the	prospective	employer	uses	to	determine	which	resumes
to	have	a	human	read	at	all—the	ones	who	don't	score	high	enough	get	AI	auto-rejections.	Or	imagine	LinkedIn	buying	a	peek	at	Palantir,	and	its	own	AI	deciding	not	to	even	serve	the	job	listing	to	this	citizen.	All	for	an	odd	medical	condition	that's	harmless	but	sure	as	hell	looks	scary	and	expensive	on	the	surface.	Now	multiply	this	scenario	by	the
340	million	people	in	the	United	States.	Yes,	they're	putting	together	every	bit	of	info.
