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What is the first thought that comes to mind when thinking of police officers? To many
people the term “police officers” refers to the cold-blooded murderers who take advantage
of their powers, the bastards who write tickets, the oppressors who stop freedom by
beating protestors, the racists who locked up my kids, and many more negative
connotations.

In 2009, Sharpton called for “federal investigation and intervention” against the New York
City police department when an accidental shooting of an off-duty African American cop,
Edwards, who was mistaken for a thief, occurred. He was not in uniform and wa...
