information on a small screen leaves room for errors that can slow things down even more.Dont get me wrong. Im not saying your mobile site shouldnt have a checkout page or have ways to generate money through credit card purchases.All Im trying to do is emphasize that in-app purchases are better.The platform that you launch your app on
matters t00.i0S vs. Android In-App PurchasesTake a look at the difference between the iOS and Android purchases.The average purchase per user on iOS platforms are more than double Androids.That doesnt mean that you should choose one over another.While iOS may have a higher number for the average purchase, Android dominates in terms of
